Singlachar.

Saint Sri Thyagaraja, offered all his
prayers to his diety Sri Rama, singing
devotional Sankeerthanas. He favoured
Shishya Valajapettai Venkataramana
Bhagavatar, used to come to his house to
perform the Murthy Pooja. Venkataramana
was a devotee of Sri Gopalakrishna. He and
his wife are worried that Sri Thyagaraja may
be upset if he came to know of their devotion
to Sri Krishna. Venkataramana however feels

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that he is duty bound to keep his guru
informed of his devotion to Sri Krishna and
face the consequences. One day,
Venkataramana, while performing his daily
Pooja at his house to Sri Krishna, gets totally
involved in his singing and dancing. When
it gets very late for him to leave for his guru’s
house, to assist him in the Pooja,
Venkataramana’s wife Ambuja is scared and
prays to Sri Krishna to save her husband from
the embarrassment.

Sri Thyagaraja and his wife Sitamma, are
waiting anxiously for the arrival of
Venkataramana to start their daily Pooja, as
it is unusual for him to be late. However he
comes and they go ahead with Pooja.
Sitamma observes that there is a strange
magnificence in the appearance of
Venkataramana. She observes gold anklets,
Kaustubhamani Mala, Vanamala, Tulasi
fragrance all around. She sees
Venkataramana as their deity Sri Rama
himself and she is wonder stuck. She calls to
Thyagaraja to see for himself, that it is Sri
Rama who is there and not Venkataramana.
Thyagaraja is engrossed in his prayer and
does not give any attention to her calls.
Venkataramana takes leave after the Pooja is
over.

Again Shishya Venkataramana comes and
seeks pardon from Thyagaraja for being
unusually late. He also blurts out that he was
totally deep in his prayers to his Home deity
Sri Krishna and hence he was late.

Thyagaraja is surprised at this and tess him
“what are you saying. You were here jut now
and helped me in the Pooja.” Venkataramana
still insists that he was just coming and has
been late. Sitamma then says that she has
understood the situation. She says, “Swami,
I saw the extra grandeur in Venkataramana
and also observed other details of the divinity
in him. It was Sri Rama himself, who had
come in the forms of Venkataramana, to save
him from the predicament of being late”.
Thyagaraja feels sorry for not being able to
see Sri Rama although he was so near him.
He praises Venkataramana for his devotion
to Sri Krishna, who apeared in his form to
help Thyagaraja in his daily prayer. He also
says that Sri Rama and Sri Krishna are one
and the same. They are only different
Avataras. Sarvam Brahma Mayam.
