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Messiahôs Sunday morning adult forum is embarking 
on an adventure. Rather than work through an al-
ready formatted curriculumðas in last fallôs Luther-
an Book of Faith study on the gospel of Markðthe 
class is spending the next many weeks examining 
the subject of the New York Timesô 1619 Project, 
American life and history from brown and black per-
spectives. We begin on Sunday, February 28, with a 
brief history of the arms trade in West Africa that 
supported the sale of slaves over the past six centu-
ries. And we will read a brief autobiography, trans-
lated from the Arabic, of a Senegalese scholar who 
was kidnapped and sold, to live the rest of his life in 
the United States.   
 
This study will not be exact. We will look at the his-
tory of enslavement in many cultures, including a 
4,000-year-old legal treatise that regulated slavery 
in ancient Persian culture, the Code of Hammurabi. 
We will study scriptureôs understanding of indenture 
and enslavement, beginning with the book of Exo-
dus. We will look at economic developments in 
many countries, including our own, that have de-
pended on human servitude. We will hope for the 
best, that we will increase our understanding of our 
nationôs conflict and progress in coming to racial eq-
uity, increase our own capacity for growth, repent-
ance, reconciliation and hope, and consider how we 
individually and corporately are contributing to the 
work of justice, mercy and equity.   
 
Adult forum meets every Sunday, 9:15 a.m. in the 
church library. Summer Sundays, we usually dis-
cuss the scripture lessons for the day. During the 
program year, we move among study of scripture, of 
other religions, of social and moral issues, and oc-
casionally, have watched the Vicar of Dibley. We 
invite you to join us.
