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2020 General Election Voter’s Guide

Voting using the VOTE-BY-MAIL ballot:
OPTION # 1:

MAIL your completed ballot through the USPS in the first-class postage-paid envelope 
provided. Ballots postmarked by November 3rd and received by the Board of Elections before 
November 10th at 8 PM will be counted.  Please see our “How to fill out the VOTE-BY-MAIL 
Ballot” on page 2,  OR
OPTION # 2:

DROP your completed ballot at one of the 18 SECURE Ballot Drop Boxes, located 
throughout Bergen County, by 8 PM on November 3rd (see list on page 3).  Only drop a 
BERGEN COUNTY ballot at a BERGEN COUNTY Drop Box! These boxes are monitored 24 
hours a day and ballots are picked up by representatives from both parties (Democrat & 
Republican) along with a Sheriff ’s Officer,  OR
OPTION # 3:

BRING your completed ballot to your polling location (see below) on November 3rd 
between 6 AM and 8 PM. You can only BRING YOUR OWN ballot and you will be required to 
stand in line to sign the Voter Book when delivering.   

UPDATED - Voting Locations in Allendale:
Districts 2 & 3 - Borough Hall, Upstairs Council Chambers, 500 W. Crescent Ave

Districts 1 & 4 - Fire House, 1 Erie Plaza

Voting In Person on November 3rd:
Voters who choose not to complete their VOTE-BY-MAIL ballot and wish to vote in - person 
will be provided with a provisional (paper) ballot. (Per the Governor’s order, ADA ACCESSIBLE 
VOTING MACHINES WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR DISABLED VOTERS ONLY.)

Voter Registration Deadline - Tuesday, October 13th

The Allendale Clerk’s Office will be open until 9PM on October 13th to accept Voter 
Registration forms. Blank forms will be available or to download the form on-line, 
 click here - ENGLISH   SPANISH   KOREAN 

Tuesday, November 3rd is Election Day.  All active registered voters will automatically be 
receiving a VOTE-BY-MAIL ballot in the mail.  You DO NOT have to send a request for 
a ballot.

Ballot Boxes Closest to Allendale 
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Did you know... 
. . . you can register to vote, check your registration status, and TRACK your VOTE-BY-MAIL 
ballot at  www.njelections.org! 

. . . that the 18 secure Ballot Drop Boxes are under 24 hour surveillance and ballots are picked 
up by representatives from both parties (Democrat & Republican) along with a Sheriff Officer.  

. . . if you need your ballot sent to an alternate address (ex: college student), you must complete 
a VOTE-BY-MAIL application (Click Here).  Put your Allendale address in Section 3 and 
temporary address in Section 4.  Postage is required.  

. . . if your signature has changed significantly, update it by checking off the “Signature Update” 
in Box 1 of the Voter Registration Form (Click Here).  If you voted in the Primary and were not 
notified, your signature is OK!  

. . . if you make a mistake on or misplace your ballot call the County Clerk’s Office at 
(201)336-7020 for a duplicate ballot.

. . . if your ballot is rejected by the Bergen County Board of Elections, you will receive a Cure 
Letter within 48 hours of Election Day.
