Continuing a reflection in the Jubilee Year of Mercy for Easter Time. 

About the Sixth Commandment of God ð 

You shall not commit adultery ð From the Book of Exodus 20:14 

            From the Book of Deuteronomy 5:18. 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church has much for us to learn the truths about this Commandment 

beginning with paragraph 2331. At the conclusion is a section called IN BRIEF, Paragraph 2392 says 

òLove is the fundamental and innate vocation of every human being.ó 

Paragraph 2394 says òChrist is the model of chastity. Every baptized person is called to lead a chaste 

life, each according to his particular state of life.ó  

Paragraph 2395 says òChastity means the integration of sexuality within the person. It includes an 

apprenticeship in self-mastery.ó 

Paragraph 2396 says òAmong the sins gravely contrary to chastity are masturbation, fornication, 

pornography, and homosexual practices.ó 

Sins become most serious when they bring about the most suffering to self and to others. Disobeying this 

commandment can bring great suffering to self and to so many others. The sins committed against the sixth 

commandment are very serious sins and they need to be confessed. 

The You Cat has powerful and clear answers to these few questions and more beginning with paragraph 

400. Please take and read and learn. 

Paragraph 400 asks ð What does it mean to say that man is a sexual being? 
Paragraph 401 asks -  Is there a priority of one sex over the other? 
Paragraph 402 asks ð What is love? 
Paragraph 403 asks ð How is sexuality related to love? 
Paragraph 404 ask  - What is chaste love? Why should a Christian live a chaste life.
