What do you know  about Our Lady of Fatima and Her Messages??? 

In honor of the 100th Anniversary of Our Blessed Mother 

and her apparitions to 3 shepherd children in Fatima 

Portugal I will devote 2 lessons each month for your 

information.  

9th Lesson = The 3rd Apparition of Our Lady came to the 3 young 

children on July 13, 1917. Before the hour of 12:00 noon a large crowd 

of people were gathered to pray the Rosary. As She promised Our Lady 

appeared and again at the exact hour and only the children had the 

privilege of seeing Her at the holm oak tree.  

Lucia asked the Lady what She wanted of her and She replied òCome on 

the 13th day of the next month, continue to recite the Rosary every day 

to Our Lady of the Rosary to obtain peace in the world and the end of 

the war, because only She will be able to help you.ó  

 Lucia asked Her to tell them who She was, and to grant a miracle so people would 

believe She really appears.  The Lady said: òContinue to come here.  In October I will tell you 

who I am and what I want and there will be a miracle so that all can see and believe. Sacrifice 

yourselves for sinners and say this prayer often, especially during any sacrifice:  ôO my Jesus, I 
offer this for love of Thee, for the conversion of poor sinners, and in reparation for all the 
sins committed against the Immaculate Heart of Mary.õ ò      

 Then Our Lady raised Her hands, bright rays of light emanated from them and the 

ground seemed to open into a deep chasm: in this, the children saw Hell. They were 

frightened and looked to Our Lady, Who told them: òYou have seen Hell, where the souls of 

poor sinners go.  To save future souls God wishes to establish in the world the devotion to 

My Immaculate Heart. If people do as I tell you many souls will be saved.  If my requests are 

granted, Russia will be converted and there will be peace.  If not, she will scatter her errors 

throughout the world, provoking wars and persecution of the Church. The good will be 

martyred, the Holy Father will have much to suffer, and various nations will be destroyedé 

But in the end my Immaculate Heart will triumph.  The Holy Father will consecrate Russia to 

me, Russia will be converted and a certain period of peace will be granted to the world.ó

Let us listen to Our Lady and Her prophetic message which is obviously for our time right 

now. Let us do all She asks of us. Saying the Rosary every day is not hard to do and it is 

something very good for ourselves and for all the world at this time overcome with so much 

war, bloodshed and troubles.
