What do you know  about Our Lady of Fatima and Her Messages??? 

In honor of the 100th Anniversary of Our Blessed Mother 

and her apparitions to 3 shepherd children in Fatima 

Portugal I will devote 2 lessons each month for your 

information.  

10th Lesson = At the time of the 3rd Apparition we learn that Francisco 

and Jacinto were as happy as they could be but their cousin Lucia, the 

oldest of the 3 seers was in torment because of what the Pastor said, 

that this was the work of the devil. On the night before the 13th of July, 

Lucia wanted to not go to the Cova. But then when it was getting 

closer to the noon hour she changed her mind. Her heart had some 

kind of a healing and was even eager to see Our Lady once again. 

  

   The Dad of Francisco and Jacinta whose name was Ti Marto was 

convinced of Our Ladyõs visits to the children. On July 13, 1917 he followed the children to 

the spot where Our Lady appeared. He had good reason to be concerned about the safety of 

the children in the midst of such a large crowd.  

 At the completion of t he Rosary by 12:00 noon Lucia, stood up and faced the East. 

The sign of Our Ladyõs presence this time was the turning of the sun into a haze and a 

refreshing breeze began to blow.  The very large crowd became totally silent. When Our Lady 

was so close and visible to Lucia she was unable to speak. Finally she asked this question 

òWhat do you want of me?ó Our Lady said òI want you to return here on the thirteenth of 
next month, continue to say the Rosary every day in honor of Our Lady of the Rosary to 
obtain peace for the world and the end of the war; for She alone can save it.ó 

 During the Apparition Our Lady made a sign and allowed the children to see the 

terrible place where the sinners go and asked that prayers be said to help save their soul. She 

gave a message about the need for the conversion of Russia or the errors of atheism will be 

spread all over the world. The children were told much in this July Apparition.  

 At the end of Our Ladyõs visit the greyish cloud vanished and as soon as the children 

recovered from their profound emotion, a ruthless, inquisitive crowd surrounded them, all 

saying at once, òLucia, what did the Lady say to make you look so sad?ó She answered them, 

òIt is a secretó. They asked, òis it something good?ó She said, òFor some, it is good; for others 

it is evil. They asked her, òwonõt you tell it?ó Her last words were, òNo, I cannot tell it.ó

In 1917 the spectators could not know these secrets of Our Lady to the 3 children. Now in 

2017 we do know the secrets and we must make a good response to all we do know.
