                Who were they? 

 

Holy Apostle St. Jude Thaddeus  

 

The brother of St. Jude was also an Apostle with our Lord Jesus and his name was St. 

James the Lesser. Possibly St. Jude was related to Jesus.  

During his Apostolic life he preached the Holy Gospel in Judea, Sameria, Idumaea, Syri a, 

Mesopotamia and Lybia.  

According to an early historian, St. Jude returned to Jerusalem in the year 62 and assisted 

at the election of his brother Simon as Bishop of Jerusalem.  

He is an author of one of the Books of the New Testament of the Bible called the Epistle of 

St. Jude. In his short letter he encouraged the faithful to persevere through harsh and 

difficult trials. He was especially speaking to the Churches of the East, that is the Jewish 

Converts, directing them away from the heretics of the Simon ians, Nicolaites and 

Gnostics.  

He was martyred by an ax like weapon in Armenia.  

His Feast Da in the Maronite Church is on June 19 and in the Roman Rite it is celebrated 

on October 28.  

Many pray to him when in desperate circumstances, St Jude pray for all  of us.   

 

All of us needs to learn the truths of our Holy Catholic Church well so we too can be like the 

Apostles and go out and teach everyone so they  can believe in Jesus who is our Holy Lord 

the Promised One. Everyone should know who Jesus is.
