     The Holy Apostle St. Bartholomew  

 

   This Holy Apostle St. Bartholomew may be  

known by 2 names. He is also known as the  

Apostle Nathanael.  

   As we learn from Scripture it was the Apostle  

St. Philip who brought Bartholomew to meet the Lord Jesus.  

   It was Jesus who chose Bartholomew to be His Apostle. His name signifies that he 

is the son of Tolmai.  

   Historic information claims this Apostl e preached the Gospel in the most primitive 

and dangerous territories of the East including in India.  

    It is told that by the 3 rd century a visitor to India by the name of St. Pantaenus  still 

found the knowledge of Christ in this country and was shown the Gospel of St. 

Matthew in Hebrew which was brought there by the Apostle St. Bartholomew.  

   Other well -known saints like St. John Chrysostom acknowledged the missionary 

work of this dili gent Apostle.  

   Another Saint, Saint Gregory of Tours claimed that the Apostle Bartholomewõs last 

mission was to Great Armenia where the citizens were intensely committed to idol 

worship. This did not stop this holy Apostle from bringing Christ to this l and.  

   It is told that the ending of his life was by being skinned to death and crucifixion.  

   His relics are preserved in the Church of St. Bartholomew on the island in the Tiber 

River near Rome.  

All of us needs to learn the truths of our Holy Catholic Church well so we too can be like the 

Apostles and go out and teach everyone so they  can believe in Jesus who is our Holy Lord 

the Promised One. Everyone should know who Jesus is.
