During his youth he became a student of the wellknown teacher
Gamaliel where he learned all about the strict observance of the
Ancestral Law. His formation in these traditions made him a
z€alous Phdrisee.

The Pharisee Party was a sect in the JewisiCommunity known
for their intellectual levels of the religious law.
