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Health Protocols for the Re-opening of Chinese Christian Family Church, Alhambra

Resuming In-Person Worship Services - Phase 1

NOTE: These protocols are in compliance with the current best practices recommended by federal, state and local
authorities, and will be reviewed and amended by church leadership, as new information is received.

General Information

¢ During Phase 1, only the Sanctuary entrances will be open for those attending Worship Services. Entry into the
Sanctuary will be made using the doors on Acacia street, and Marengo Ave, only.

¢ In-person Worship attendance will be limited to 25% of the Sanctuary’s capacity as defined by the State’s
guidelines. All attendees will maintain six feet of separation, to the sides and front/back, from other attendees.

¢ Use of the restroom prior to, during, and after the one-hour Worship Services is not recommended unless truly
necessary. In order to maintain social distancing, no more than two people will be able to use a restroom at any
one time. All children must be accompanied by only 1 parent, or guardian.

¢ We will NOT have a Children’s Program or Nursery Childcare during Phase 1 of re-opening.

Worship Services protocols:

¢ We encourage all attendees (including visitors) who are 65 and above to stay home and watch the services online.
We also recommend that all attendees (including visitors), of any age, who have an underlying at-risk health
condition, to stay home and watch the services online.

¢ If you are running a fever, and have coughing or sneezing, please refrain from attending the Worship Services and
rest at home.

* Because seating in the sanctuary will be limited, all attendees will need to sign-up beforehand to reserve seating
for the Worship Service. Sign-ups will be on a first come, first served, basis.

¢ Ushers will wear masks and gloves.

¢ All attendees will have their temperature taken upon arrival with a no-contact temporal thermometer.

¢ No one should shake hands with or hug another individual. Please wave and greet verbally.

¢ Everyone will sanitize their hands when entering the building and when leaving the building.

¢ We request that everyone attending a Worship Service wear a mask, out of respect and concern for others. The
wearing of a mask helps you from unknowingly spreading the virus to another person.

¢ We will ensure proper spacing between attendees. Ushers will direct all guests to seats. Family members may sit
together.

¢ We will refrain from congregational singing during Phase 1 to prevent the spread of virus particles.

Facility related protocols: (the church will)

¢ Regularly disinfect any regularly touched surfaces that come into contact with attendees, such as doorknobs,
pews, chairs, and restrooms, etc.

¢ Make hand sanitizer, disinfecting solutions/wipes, soap and water, readily available.

* Place readily visible signage to remind everyone of the best hygiene practices.

If an attendee exhibits symptoms consistent with COVID-19 and tests positive for COVID-19 within 1 week of
attending a Worship Service.......

¢ Attendee will contact the Church.

¢ The Church will contact all those who were at the same event.

¢ Anyone exposed will be advised to monitor their health and we recommend that they contact their physician for
further instructions and recommendations.
