We are always slicing and dicing, adding, and 
rearranging the times in our lives.  Some are obvious, 
such as "Do I shoot that scene at 1/250, or maybe 
bump it up to 1/640?"  Or, "I need to slow that shutter 
down to get enough light.  Pass the tripod, please". 

 
Other time issues are a bit more on the macro scale.  
Such as planning enough time to get to the shooting 
spot before sunrise (or sunset) or worrying about what 

time the park closes.  Some photographers even worry about how long a "shoot" will 
take . . . there is another one stacked up right behind this one. 

 
So, here's my take on time . . . "Did I take enough time to set up my shot?  Did I take the 
time to look at every angle and decide which ones will give me the best exposure or 
composition?"  Or how about this . . . "Did I take the time to review all the great 
techniques I learned from the CCB webinars, and the Monthly Program presenters so I 
can try them out on this shoot?" 

 
So many great techniques are presented at our club meetings that we can easily get in 
too big a hurry to get out and shoot.  We can easily miss great image opportunities 
when we rush along, and not spend some deliberate time focusing (pun intended) on 
applying the many great lessons we have learned. 

 
Taking the time to re-watch past videos and taking personal notes will help us to 
cement those lessons in our minds, so the time we spend watching, learning, and then 
shooting is well spent.

According to a study published by Wake Forest University, 
photos showing the left sides of faces were rated more 
ñpleasantò than those showing right sides . . . no matter 
whether the portraits were shown as taken originally or in 
mirror-reversed form. Results of the study suggested that 
posersô left cheeks tend to exhibit a greater intensity of 
emotion, which observers found more aesthetically pleasing.

While you might be surprised by my 
choice for first place. But I could not 
gloss over the strength of the 
composition, the clarity of the edit and 
the really wonderful contrast and grade 
of the colors. The word that kept 
coming back to me looking at this 
picture was strong. I love how the 
random curves of the dishes seem 
disheveled yet end up balancing out 
the entire picture. The definition of 
curve is ña line that bends continuously 
and has no straight parts". This picture 
exemplifies this in that even the straight 
lines of the cabinet are either bent by 
the tilt/angle of the lens or naturally 

occurring. This picture might not have felt like much when being taken but it tells a story in 
that the photographer noticed something normal and captured a picture that is anything but 
normal.

Itôs easy 
to overexpose backlit glass so the 
photographerôs retention of highlight 
detail is noteworthy.
