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appropriate quarters. The Association’s skills at building and focusing public awareness
and activism have been key to keeping the ferry service in operation in the face of on-
going state efforts to shut it down.

The Town of Lyme is pleased to extend its best wishes and thanks to the Hadlyme
Public Hall Association for its vision, leadership and valued contributions to our
community with the hope that it enjoys another fruitful 100 years.

Commons, Greens and Centers

Commons and greens are traditional New England public spaces where, informally
or formally, the individuals in the community share time, space, resources or an event
together.

The land that was to become Lyme “on the east side of the great river” was set off
from Saybrook to become a separate town in 1665. By 1702, this land had been distributed,
primarily for private ownership, to the first settlers and then to other admitted male
inhabitants through a combination of direct grants and votes in Town meetings. Pieces
of land were also voted to be set aside as Commons in most sections of the town,
reserved for public use. For example, in 1678 “Mr. Richard Ely has… liberty of the
commons for timber” for his saw mill on Falls River, with limitations. In 1700 it was
voted that after land for cultivation and mowing were set aside, the remainder “shall lye
for a perpetual Commons for the hole towne[‘s] use only sume Three acres for the
minester.” In another example, “hogges shall have liberty Run on ye common… if they
are sufficiently yoked and ringed.” The town lagreed that “… the Commons shall never
be stinted….” One can find references to Commons in 17th and 18th century deeds
where the boundaries of adjacent properties are described. While Commons were cre-
ated in town meetings, it is unclear when they were no longer public lands.

A variation of the Common occurred in 1748 when six owners of the Six Mile Farm,
also known as Ely’s Meadows, petitioned the New London County Court to convert it
“into the state of a Common field” for harvesting salt hay and animal grazing. The group
devised their own regulations, rights and responsibilities, essentially a private cooper-
ative, for the use and sustainability of the land continuing into the 20th century. Many
other farmers bought shares in order to have access to the resource.

A survey of Connecticut town greens in 1993 looked for spaces set aside for special
use or to serve public needs. It also looked for focal points, often with a building, used
for civic, religious or cultural activity, or a site with a history of events such as celebra-
tions, dedications, anniversaries and commemorations. Lyme had no space that
qualified in the survey for the title of “Town Green”. It could be said that Lyme’s various
institutions and associations, in their own time and style, took on the functions of a
town green. Hundreds of gatherings have taken place to celebrate, dedicate, and

Dedication

The 2010-2011 fiscal year edition of the Town Report is being dedicated to the
Hadlyme Public Hall Association in recognition of the organization’s 100th anniversary.
As is usually the case in the history of our town, a couple of long time, prominent families
played a key role in the creation of this very special and enduring asset.

In 1911, the founders met at the home of Nehemiah Daniels to strategize and
formulate a development plan. As is still the case today, fund raising was an integral
component of the process. 42 people contributed a total of $1,340.00 dollars to get the
project off the ground. That’s the equivalent of about $31,000.00 today. The hall was
constructed on land donated by Harvey Luther where it continues to stand in basically
its original form.

The Association’s mission then and now is to provide and promote opportunities
for cultural enrichment for residents of Lyme, East Haddam and surrounding communities.
During the World War II era it was a popular site for weekend dances attended by people
from throughout New London and Middlesex Counties. In addition, over the years the
hall has hosted concerts, community suppers and an eclectic array of other events.

Recently, it has added grass roots activism to its resume. Periodically, over the
last several state budget cycles, there have been cost cutting proposals to eliminate
the Chester/Hadlyme ferry which has been in operation since 1769. This certainly has
not been well received by area residents and the hall has served as the leading catalyst
to galvanize letter writing, email and phone campaigns channeling opposition to the
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Post card view of Hadlymers and well-wishers, presumed to be dedication day for the Hadlyme
Public Hall September 1911.
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commemorate important people and events in the life of the Town over more than three
centuries -- at the Pleasant Valley, Hamburg and Grassy Hill churches; at the Hadlyme
and Lyme Public Halls. The Town Hall, Library, Consolidated School, Safety Complex,
Senior Center and the Cove Road bridge are also part of our town-wide “green” for
important gatherings.

“Town Center” is a concept and a name discussed lately which seems to have the
inviting sense of a focal point for the Town’s public identity, services and history, with
elements of both “commons” and “town green” woven in.

Said fee shall become payable to the Town of Lyme upon disposal. Trip tickets
must be filled out and signed by attendant. Trip tickets are available at the Lyme landfill.
Commercial carriers are responsible for load and must take adequate precautions to
preclude dumping of unacceptable materials. Metals must be deposited in designated
areas.

Demolition materials (removal of building or fire damage) must have a special per-
mit with fees to cover any additional cost to the Town of Lyme. Carriers must adhere
to the hours posted. No paper goods, automobile salvage, oil or gas tanks, hazardous
waste or other materials not classified as bulky waste may be deposited.

The Board of Selectmen reserves the right to make changes, as may be in the best
interest of the Town of Lyme and the operating of a Bulky Waste area.

The Planning and Zoning Commission is responsible for production, administration
and enforcement of the Town’s plan of conservation and development, zoning regula-
tions and subdivision regulations. There are a number of activities that require approval
by the Commission before that activity can commence. An example is subdivision of
land. In this example, Commission approval is a requirement of the Town’s subdivision
regulations and Connecticut law. See Bernie Gigliotti for fee schedule.

Over the past several years there has been a great increase in land use activities
that has required varied permits and approvals. Concurrent with reviews of these
activities the Commission has been involved in producing an up to date Lyme Plan of
Development, and amending its Zoning and Subdivision Regulations. These have to be
in compliance with the Tidal Wetlands Act, the Inland Wetlands Act, the Federal Flood
Hazard Act, the Coastal Management Act, revision to the Public Health code and
mandates from the Connecticut River Gateway Commission.

The increased complexity of the approval process has placed a greater burden on
the applicant. The Commission Agent, the Zoning Enforcement Agent is available for
guidance in these matters.

Appeals to the Zoning Board of Appeals may be made in accordance with
instructions available from the Chairman of the Board, or from the Zoning Enforcement
Officers. A public hearing will be scheduled in response to properly executed appeals,
accompanied by a $260 fee ($200 town, $60 state). Appeals should be received no later
than the third Thursday of the previous month.

Passport applications may be processed through the District Probate Office,
302 Main Street, Old Saybrook or the Old Saybrook Post Office, 36 Main Street,
Old Saybrook.

Selectmen’s Report

The Town of Lyme experienced two significant historic milestones during the 2010-
2011 fiscal year and neither was a particularly joyful event.

First, our long time Town Clerk Ruth Perry announced her decision to step down,
resigning from the position she has held for the past 28 years in mid- March. During
that time she literally became the face of our town hall, executing her myriad
responsibilities with professional aplomb and a constantly pleasant, cheerful demeanor.
Oh, the stories she could tell if she ever decides to write a book about life in a small
town and perhaps some day she will.

State mandated consolidation of Connecticut’s Probate Court system also landed
on us like the proverbial ton of bricks. Lyme’s court was shut down in January and
moved to a new, “improved” nine town district facility situated in the Old Saybrook
town hall. State officials touted the move as a long overdue cost savings and efficiency
measure. Lyme’s court had been in existence since 1869 and recently had been open
every day for a total of twenty hours a week. Lyme residents have lost the convenience
of a local court and it actually costs us more to cover our share of the pooled expense as
the funding formula contains a grand list component. Regionalism, when forced on towns
by the state, is not always the panacea newspaper editors and politicians portray it to be.

Infrastructure maintenance continues to be a priority. Footing erosion issues with
the Day Hill Road bridge were addressed and repaired with sheet steel pilings and the
carrying girders were also cleaned and painted.

It also became considerably easier to recycle electronic waste in Lyme during the
past year. Residents can now take their e-waste to the Brush Hill Road landfill during
our regularly scheduled operating hours instead of having to wait for sporadic regional
collections. The response to date has been very encouraging with the enhanced
convenience generating heavy use.

The Lymes' Youth Service Bureau (LYSB) proudly serves as the primary youth
serving organization for our town. LYSB promotes positive youth development through
programs and services to children and families in Old Lyme and Lyme. Founded in 1978
by a group of concerned citizens, LYSB is one of 100 Youth Service Bureaus in Connecticut.
Most YSBs are municipal agencies, however LYSB is one of only a handful of private
bureaus and therefore relies on the generous support of the community for nearly one
half of our budget. We are grateful to the Towns of Lyme and Old Lyme for their municipal
support and we enjoy collaborating with the town and schools on a variety of programs.

The LYSB playgroups are popular programs where children and their caregivers
can make new friends and find support. Parents learn from each other, share ideas, and
develop a network. Many lifelong friendships are forged at LYSB. We offer a full schedule
of groups, based on the child’s age.

LYSB continues to collaborate with our local prevention coalition Community
Action for Substance Free Youth (CASFY). This group is comprised of community leaders,
parents, teachers, and students that advocate and support our youth through education,
communication, and participation. CASFY’s goal is to reduce substance abuse among
the youth of Lyme and Old Lyme and to positively affect the culture of student life. We
meet on the 1st Wednesday of the month at LYSB at 7:00 p.m. and welcome attendance
from any members of the community. Results from the Youth Survey and more information
about CASFY are available on the LYSB website www.lysb.org.

In spite of difficult economic
conditions, tax receipts continue at nearly 100% thanks in no small part to the work of
our tax collector, Linda Ward. We will make the final payment on Mt. Archer Farms in
August 2011. Consequently, our only long term obligations are those associated with
Regional District 18.

The Board enjoys a good working relationship with our members of the District 18
Board of Education. Low interest rates have had a favorable impact on their projected
bonding costs and we are assured that the High School project will be brought on budget.
We try to work with our neighbors to the south, a task that remains challenging at best.

Once again we have omitted the auditor’s report with its clean opinion. This reduces
the cost of printing and makes the annual report more readable. If you would like the
complete report, copies are available at the Town Hall.

Our annual budget process begins in February. We meet on the 2nd and 4th Mondays
of each month until the process is complete in late May. We meet at the Hamburg Fire
Station at 7:30 PM and all are welcome and encouraged to attend. Always check postings
at the Town Hall as sometimes dates are changed.

A special word of thanks to the selectmen and members of various boards and
commissions for creating reasonable budgets and being, for the most part, easy to
work with.

Eightmile River Wild and Scenic Coordinating Committee

2010-2011 was another busy year for the Eightmile River Wild and Scenic Coordinating
Committee (ERWSCC), its partners and volunteers. Some of the main accomplishments
of interest to Lyme citizens are spotlighted below.

• ERWSCC’s popular RiverFest was held in the fall of 2010 at Devil’s Hopyard, the heart
of the Eightmile River Watershed. This free family event featured music from the
Eight Mile River Band, presentations by Wind over Wings and Meig's Point Nature
Center, food from the Moodus Sportsman’s Club, information booths from local
organizations and activities for all ages. With over 500 attendees, it was an opportunity
for folks to spend the afternoon with great music, great food and great company.

• Early in the fall of 2010, ERWSCC received word from the National Fish and Wildlife
Foundation that it was one of the recipients of the 2010 Long Island Sound Futures
Fund grants. The approximate 40K award is being used to conduct mapping and
evaluate stormwater outfalls in the three main watershed towns including Salem,
East Haddam and Lyme. The local engineering firm of Nathan L. Jacobson and
Associates was selected to conduct the mapping. Under a federal mandate,
municipalities with certain population densities are required to produce a map of
their stormwater outfalls and a plan for managing stormwater. As a rural town,
Lyme was able to receive a waiver from these requirements in the past, but will
likely be pulled in the next round of directives. The information from this project
will be critical in helping the town meet that requirement as well as providing other
environmental benefits.

• As part of the grant mentioned above, ERWSCC has purchased an Enviroscape®, a
3-D watershed teaching model. The model will be available for loan to local school
and organizations in the three watershed towns.

• In 2010, ERWSCC in cooperation with The Nature Conservancy formed the Eight-
mile River Invasive Species Management Area (ERISMA). It is well known that
invasive plant species can be an ecological threat to native plant and animal
species, but they are also increasingly being associated with human health issues.
Earlier this spring a Work Plan was finalized identifying goals and action items.
Efforts will focus on early identification and eradication of key invasive species.

• As an “intact” watershed so close to the coast, the Eightmile River continues to
attract researchers and educators who use the resources of the watershed as an
outdoor classroom and lab. Information garnered under these studies assists with
management locally, but is also of value regionally. ERWSCC continues to provide
support and opportunities to educational institutions, including the University of
Connecticut, University of Massachusetts, Wesleyan College, Three Rivers Community
College and Goodwin College.

ERWSCC is a non-profit, non-regulatory committee responsible for ensuring the
protection of the outstanding resources of the Eightmile River Watershed and
implementation of the Management Plan through cooperative partnering. Committee
members include representatives from the three watershed towns of Salem, East
Haddam and Lyme, the three local Land Trusts, The Nature Conservancy, Department
of Energy and Environmental Protection and the National Park Service.

Lyme Parks and Recreation

To begin this year’s annual report, I would like to give a big thank you to our
committee. The Parks and Recreation department is running smoother all the time due
to our dedicated committee members. Without them many programs would not be
possible. Kathy Tisdale, and Heidi and Eric Schumacher serve on our committee with
continued dedication. With this year being Kathy Tisdale’s last on the committee, we’d
also like to acknowledge that she received the Volunteer of the Year award for her many
years of dedication to our program and help with many events. We also recognized
Nancy Hallahan for her many years of dedication to our annual soccer camp. She will
also be stepping down and will be missed. There are several others I would like to
acknowledge for their services: Don Bugbee, Linda Winzer, District 18, Ruth Perry,
Trudy and Todd Burgess, Megan Eno, Ralph Eno, and all the parents who volunteer to
coach and assist. Without all of you these programs would not be possible. With so many
of our loyal volunteers leaving, we are hoping to find some new committee members.

This year we held many successful programs such as soccer, basketball, swimming,
science, computers and art. Many great partnerships have also made for great summer
activities. We’d like to thank Between the Lines, Hamburg Cove Yacht Club, and Mad
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The Lyme Garden Club, a member of Federated Garden Clubs of Connecticut and
National Garden Clubs, Inc., was established in 1930 as a non-profit organization for
educational and charitable purposes. The mission is to unite members in a personal
quest in the cultivation of plants and to encourage and maintain the highest standards
of excellence in conservation, civic improvement, and all branches of horticulture. To
that end, in 2006 the club began a project to beautify our already scenic Highway 156
with a yearly planting of some 1200 daffodil bulbs. Each spring the yellow ribbon of
blooms brighten Hamburg Road and other byways of our rural landscape. Garden club
members also maintain town gardens at the Lyme Library, Town Hall, the senior
housing facility at Lymewood and the Lyme Fire Company. The Betty Cleghorn Herb
Garden, a Club project, enhances the entry to the Lyme Library. In 2010 the club
undertook a massive project to beautify the northern slope at the Fire Company by
eliminating invasive plants and overgrown, dead and dying shrubs. Native and drought
tolerant plants now are gaining a foothold on the previously unsightly entrance to
Lyme’s busy recycling center.

Members enthusiastically march in the July Fourth Parade, decorate tables for the
yearly Firemen’s Steak Dinner and fashion evergreen swags to adorn town buildings
and cemeteries at winter holiday time. The 2011Hamburg Fair’s Flower Division was
supervised and judged by Club members. Fundraising efforts at Ashlawn Farmers’
Market and Old Lyme Midsummer Festival offer garden-related items made by mem-
bers, various flowering bulbs and several birdseed combinations. The profits help fund
not only civic beautification and programs, but also go towards the McCurdy Salisbury

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local scholarship fund. Monthly meetings, usually held on the second Tuesday of the
month at the Lyme Fire Company, offer programs on the environment, conservation
and horticulture.

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Open Space Preservation, Management and Maintenance

The Open Space Committee and the Open Space Coordinator work in concert to
acquire and manage open spaces in Lyme. The Open Space Committee is an appointed
Town advisory body that endeavors to proactively identify and evaluate open space
acquisition opportunities throughout the Town and make recommendations to the
Board of Selectmen. The Town's existing open spaces are managed and maintained by
the Open Space Coordinator, a part time Town position that was established in 2005.
The Open Space coordinator regularly attends Open Space Committee meetings and
both entities coordinate their activities through the Board of Selectmen. The Open
Space Committee meets on the last Tuesday of the month at 7PM in the Town Hall.

The Lyme Plan of Conservation and Development (revised every ten years) is used
to guide the Committee. This plan establishes the ecological, aesthetic, cultural and
recreational values that the residents of Lyme have identified as being important to the
protection of the town's conservation identity. Certain characteristics such as size,
location, ecological or cultural significance, natural features, (geology etc.) suitability
for multiple use (such as the ability to accommodate an affordable housing lot) and
recreational potential are taken into account when the Open Space Committee evaluates
the desirability of a particular parcel.

The feasibility of an initiative is as important as its desirability, so the Open Space
Committee also works to ensure that the appropriate parties are 'at the table' when a
project is reviewed. In some instances the Town's interests are best served through
partnerships with the State, other towns and/or non-profit groups like the Lyme Land
Conservation Trust and The Nature Conservancy. In other instances, it may be most ad-
vantageous for the Town to act alone. When the Committee determines that an initiative
to purchase or otherwise protect a desirable property is properly structured, feasible
and in the best interests of the Town, it works as an advocate to bring the initiative
before the Town's leadership and ultimately to you to vote on at a Town Meeting.

During this past year, from July 2010 through June 2011, the Open Space Committee
continued working to update the Town maps used by Connecticut River Estuary
Regional Planning Agency (CRERPA) in Old Saybrook and the Center for Land Use Edu-
cation and Research (CLEAR), located at the University of Connecticut. We will share
with these two groups the most recent maps of the Town of Lyme's protected lands, with
an overlay of the inland wetlands and other critical/significant natural areas in town.

The Town has $50,000 in the budget for open space acquisition for study purposes.
We discussed the importance of building this fund back up.

As reported in last year’s report, a landowner offered property on Gungy and
Beaverbrook roads to the Town. The landowner expressed a desire to preserve most of
the 100-acre property as open space. Three existing family house parcels will be
excluded from the gift. The town will try to set aside one affordable housing lot for a
qualified Lyme resident or family for utilization in the future. The Open Space Committee
recommended to the Board of Selectmen that the Town accept this most generous gift

Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission

This year has proven to be a quiet one on the Lyme planning and zoning front. The
commission met only nine of the twelve months this year and all meetings were brief
with limited agendas. The commission approved several dock permits, amended a
previously granted special permit, reviewed a cell tower application to the state review
board, approved an addition to a home over 4000 on the Ct River, reviewed a land clearing
violation in the Eight Mile River Watershed Overlay District, and adopted the latest
FEMA directives for floodplains in order to maintain Lyme’s participation in the Federal
Flood Insurance Program. This light schedule is a far cry from the level of activity the
commission has seen in years passed, a reflection of our present economic conditions.

Usage

Three groups visited the property. On November 13, 2010, a group of about 35
hiked from the Joshuatown Road Bridge to the top of the property that overlooks
Hamburg Cove. On December 2, 2010, approximately 10 individuals representing different
national, state, non-profit and local agencies assessed the field habitat along the Eight-
mile River for potential management as New England cottontail habitat. On March 26,
2011, the LLCT hosted about 40 hikers who visited the Czikowsky Hamburg Cove
overlook from the Mt Archer Woods Yellow Trail.

Maintenance

This Property is managed jointly by the Town and TNC, with oversight from LLCT
who holds the CR. The Town and TNC are jointly developing a Management Plan,
modeled on the one for the Jewett Preserve. Based on the draft Plan, the following
maintenance was completed 2010-2011:

To benefit two state rare plant species growing on the banks of the Eightmile River,
immediately north of the Joshuatown Road bridge, TNC engaged in vegetation manage-
ment along approximately 200’ of river frontage in 2010. The rare species are Swamp
Lousewort (Pedicularis lanceolata, Threatened) and Pale Green Orchid (Platanthera
flava, Special Concern). Management included hand-pulling of the invasive Japanese
Stiltgrass adjacent to individual stems of the rare plants, as well as brush cutting much
of the bank to maintain an open, grassy type of habitat, which the plants prefer.
Hand-pulling stiltgrass began again in early summer 2011 and will continue, to ensure
the rare species and other native wildflowers thrive.

HARTMAN PARK

Usage

This Park was more heavily used than any other of the Town’s open spaces. A total
of 269 people reported using Hartman Park from July 2010 – June 2011. This was fewer
than the 298 people who reported using the Park during the same period last year.
Because not everyone signs the log book, it is likely that 2 – 3 times that number actually
used the Park’s facilities. The most popular activity was hiking, followed by biking,
visiting the fairy village, dog walking, bird/wildlife watching and letterboxing/
geocaching. Although two thirds of visitors were local (East Lyme/Niantic, 22%;
Lyme/Hadlyme 14%, Old Lyme, 11%, Waterford 7%, New London 7%, Colchester 6%),
30% were from other towns in Connecticut and 4% were from out of state.
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of property and the Town continued to finalize the details of the transaction during the
2010 – 2011 fiscal year.

From July 2010 through June 2011 the Town’s Open Space Coordinator focused on:
managing and maintaining Hartman Park, the Jewett Preserve (with The Nature
Conservancy, TNC), Mt. Archer Woods/Eno Preserve (with the Lyme Land Conservation
Trust, LLCT) and the Czikowsky Property (with TNC and LLCT). In addition the
Coordinator continued to administer the hunting program.

Hunting Program

The systematic and consistent process that was developed for granting permission
for hunting deer on selected Town and LLCT properties continued in 2010 - 2011. This
process requires that hunters using firearms request permission two weeks before the
start of deer hunting season and attend a mandatory meeting with the Coordinator and
at least one Selectman to receive permits to hunt deer. The process limits the number
of individuals hunting deer at any one time on particular properties and requires signs
to be posted on properties where permission to hunt has been granted. There is no
hunting on weekends. Permits for hunting deer (with bow), goose and turkey are
granted as requested until the maximum number per property is achieved.

A total of 218 hunting permits were issued in 2010 to 63 different individuals to
hunt on seven different properties in Town. Of these, 84 permits were issued to 28
individuals that requested hunting deer with rifle or shotgun in the three properties
managed as a unit on Mount Archer: Mt. Archer Woods, Eno Preserve and Jewett
Preserve. To provide hunting opportunities to as many individuals as possible on these
properties, individuals were combined in groups of 4 – 6 individuals and each group was
assigned specific dates to hunt. Permits were also issued for hunting deer with a
muzzleloader in the fall of 2010 and for hunting turkey in the spring of 2011.

For comparison, in 2009, 229 permits were issued to 91 individuals with 102 permits
being issued to 34 individuals to hunt deer with rifle or shotgun in the Mount Archer
area.

Every hunter requesting a deer permit was given a postcard to voluntarily report
the number of deer taken. Of the 63 cards that were issued, 14 were returned, reporting
7 deer taken for 76 hunter-days of effort. For comparison, in 2009, 14 cards were
returned, reporting 6 deer taken during 68 hunter-days..

OPEN SPACE MANAGEMENT / MAINTENANCE

Czikowsky Property

This property was obtained in March 2010. It is co-owned by the Town of Lyme
and TNC and is further protected by a Conservation Restriction (CR) held by the LLCT.
The purposes of the CR include:
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everyone signs the log book, it is likely that 2 – 3 times that number actually used the
Woods’ facilities. The most popular activity was hiking, followed by dog walking, letter-
boxing/geocaching, bird/wildlife watching, and running. Most visitors were from
Lyme/Hadlyme (27%), East Lyme (12%), Old Lyme (9%), East Haddam (9%) Colchester
(6%); 35% were from other towns in Connecticut and 2% were from out of state.

Maintenance

These properties are managed jointly by the Town and LLCT. In addition to the
invasive management conducted and described above, Brantley Buerger removed
several downed trees from the various trails and continued removing the white PVC
standpipes that were left over from activities conducted on the property when it was
being considered for subdivision.

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Maintenance

The following maintenance was completed in Hartman Park. The Willis family
planted flowers by Charity’s Bench; Tom Bischoff mowed the Hartman field; two new
bridges were constructed and installed with the help of Parker Lord and Thomas
Lamourine and other members of the mountain biking community.

JEWETT PRESERVE

Usage

From July 2010 to June 2011 a total of 211 people reported using the Preserve as
compared to 172 in the same period last year. Because not everyone signs the log book,
it is likely that 2 – 3 times that number actually used the Preserve. The most popular
activity was hiking, followed by bird/wildlife watching, letterboxing/geocaching, dog
walking and snowshoeing. Most visitors were from Lyme/Hadlyme (27%); East Lyme/
Niantic (23%); Colchester (11%); East Haddam (10%) and Old Lyme (3%); 23% were from
other towns in Connecticut and 1% were from out of state.

Maintenance

This Preserve is managed jointly by the Town and The Nature Conservancy (TNC)
under a recently developed management plan, which still needs final signatures. This
past winter Tom Bischoff, under contract with the Town and TNC, mowed the field in
the Preserve, continuing to reduce the number of autumn olive and other invasive
shrubs. Parker Lord mowed the Yellow Trail through the field twice and portions of the
White Trail. Over several days a large group of volunteers identified maintenance needs,
cleared considerable brush from the Red Trail and placed stepping stones around a
wet area on the White Trail.

TNC, Town of Lyme and LLCT cooperated to remove barberry and other invasive
plants from 2-acre plots in the Jewett and Eno Preserves. In the fall 2009, both 2-acre
areas were mowed with a flail mower to reduce the sheer volume of plant material; a
hand operated brush cutter was used around rocks and non-invasive plants. When the
plants began to re-sprout in the spring of 2010, the new growth was treated with either
an herbicide or the application of heat using a propane torch. The Lyme Fire Company
provided fire watch during the use of the propane torch. Pretreatment data were
collected on both plots in the fall of 2009; the data collection was repeated in the fall of
2010 and we found the barberry was equally well controlled with either method. If labor
is paid, then the herbicide is more cost effective because it is much less labor-intensive.
If volunteers and equipment are available, and a burn permit is obtained, the propane
torch method may be cost effective.

MT. ARCHER WOODS/ENO PRESERVE

Usage

These two abutting properties are at the top of Mount Archer and across the road from
the Jewett Preserve. From July 2010 – June 2011, Mt. Archer Woods log book indicated
that 229 people used the Preserve vs. 142 during the same period last year. Because not

The Lyme Public Hall Association is committed to preserving and promoting
Lyme’s history, culture, and community. Located in the heart of Hamburg on Route 156,
the historic Hall has become a center of community activity through its offering of a
variety of programs. Housed in the building is the Lyme Public Hall Local History
Archives, a safe climate-controlled repository for treasured historic paper materials
donated by town residents. In recognition of the work being done to preserve local
history, the Hall received a grant from the Essex Savings Bank’s Community Investment
Program. The Local History Archives continues to thrive under the capable stewardship
of volunteer archivist Carolyn Bacdayan, and she responds to visits and inquiries from
hundreds of people each year. The Archives are open by set hours for drop-in visitors
or by appointment. For more information, to donate, or to volunteer, call Carolyn

The annual meeting of the Lyme Public Hall is held the second Thursday in June.
Everyone is invited to attend the community potluck supper and the presentation that
follows. In 2011, the annual meeting featured Dr. James Sexton, who discussed his
recently-published survey of historical buildings in Lyme. The survey which Dr. Sexton
conducted was sponsored by the Connecticut Investment Act program of the Connecticut
Commission on Culture and Tourism. A highlight of the evening was the presentation
of the Hiram P. Maxim II Lyme Heritage Preservation Award to Parker Lord for his
dedication to the conservation and protection of Lyme’s historical assets. Despite one
of the worst thunderstorms in recent years, the Hall was filled with residents interested
in the preservation or our architectural heritage.

Other programs included a talk and on-site walk by Parker Lord on the on-going
restoration of the Cedar Hill Cemetery, and a presentation and walk with Jim Beers in
honor of the 150th anniversary of the start of the Civil War. Both were wonderful
examples of the passion for local history that many of our fellow townspeople possess.
A walking tour of Hartman Park, an ecological cruise on the Riverquest, and a quilting
workshop rounded out our offerings.

The 4th of July weekend exhibit was a wonderful collection of kitchen paraphernalia
from local residents entitled, “Basic Ingredients: Kitchens of Lyme”. A bake sale featuring
vintage recipes accompanied the exhibit. Annual events included the town wide Spring
Clean-Sweep on Earth Day weekend, the Annual Tag Sale fundraiser in August, and the
popular Chowder Dinner in November. The Lyme Public Hall is available to rent for
meetings and events by organizations or private individuals. The Association is run
entirely by volunteers and depends solely upon member’s dues, donations, and the
Hall’s fundraisers to maintain the building and to carry on its activities. New members
are always welcome.

Lyme Cemetery Commission

Highlights of Fiscal '11 feature the continuing activity dedicated to the rehabilitation
and increased public awareness of Lyme's "Ancient" (over 100 years old) cemeteries.
For a broad overview of all the cemeteries, and richly deserved tributes to Parker Lord
and Hiram Maxim, the pioneers of the movement, you are enthusiastically referred to
a wonderful article by Jenna Cho that appeared in The Day 10/12/10, which (at least as
of July '11) is instantly available on Google: "Lyme cemeteries rise again from the earth".
Besides organizing various work parties, Parker gave a program May 20 at the Lyme
Public Hall about the history of Selden (Cedar Hill) Cemetery, and mounted informative
"posters" in the cemetery for a tour the following day, including details on twenty-seven
veterans of five wars buried there. A new initiative to repair broken headstones is
underway starting in Selden Cemetery. In June Jim Beers gave a talk on Lyme participation
in the Civil War and led a tour of relevant graves in the North Lyme (Congregational
Church) Cemetery.

Praises due once again for Jim Beers, Tom Davies and Bruce Stark for all the effort
researching and placing flags for Memorial Day at the hundreds of Veteran gravesites
throughout the cemeteries, this year augmented by the acquisition of a second batch
of Veteran flag holders. They are working on a data base for the gravesites, and are planning
an eventual series of mini-histories, one for each cemetery.

At the Eight Mile River Cemetery the front bed plantings were rejuvenated by new
shrubs both as replacements and to enlarge the bed to the right of the entrance. A program
to transform the brushy area around the crab apple trees into rough lawn in a few years
by selective mowing has begun. But the big news was the closure of the entire cemetery
-- with warning signs posted-- for nearly six weeks in February-March due to the
consequences of two twenty-plus inch snowfalls over an inch of ice, which created
treacherous footing, prohibited plowing or entrance of any vehicles/machinery, and
left no safe parking. While we suspect this closure was the first here, we were advised
that a number of other Connecticut cemeteries also closed, and that many northern
New England cemeteries are routinely closed every winter season.

In Fiscal '11 there were three standard plots sold, and three interments. Copies of
the revised Rules and Regulations, published and posted last year, are available at the
kiosk in the cemetery, the Library, and the Town Hall. Contact the Chairman at 860 434-
1564 for further information.

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could not give rides. Many seniors also stayed home and cancelled appointments for
many other days during the winter.

During the 2010/2011 fiscal year, ECSI provided 44 Lyme seniors with 851 congregate
meals and 1,090 Meals On Wheels (homebound meals). 5 Lyme seniors were provided
36 rides to medical appointments outside the nine-town Estuary Region through the
Stan Greimann EMOTS program. In total, 106 Lyme seniors received 2,603 services
through ECSI.

ECSI is funded in part by contributions from the nine towns in the Estuary Region,
Senior Resources Agency on Aging with Title III funds made available under the Older
Americans Act, other grants, individual donations and fund raising efforts. Like many
other non-profit organizations, ECSI’s funding is being cut due to the state budget cuts
to Senior Resources. I would like to thank the Town of Lyme for its continued support
of our programs.

Municipal Agent for the Elderly

The role of the Municipal Agent for the Elderly is to disseminate information to
elderly persons and assist them in learning about the community resources available
to them. Listed below are the agencies and phone numbers most often requested by
senior citizens in Lyme:

INFOLINE (dial 211) This is a telephone information, referral, advocacy, and crisis
helpline. INFOLINE is free, confidential, and available 24 hours a day every day.

CTHelpNet.org (www.CTHelpNet.org) There are numerous state agencies, federal
agencies and private organizations that provide information on elder care for Connecticut's
senior citizens. Trying to find the appropriate agency or organization for a particular
need may at times be difficult. CTHelpNet.org was created to help you navigate through
the maze of information on elder care. In the table of contents you will find elder care
services that may be of interest to you. If you click on a particular item, you will be
guided to a resource that may help you. CTHelpNet.org continually monitors the elder
care field and updates the website as needed.

Interim Healthcare (860-434-9003) Visiting nursing service is provided to the Town
of Lyme by Interim Healthcare. A nurse from Interim Healthcare is at the Lymes’ Senior
Center every Friday from 12:00 PM – 1:00 PM for Lyme residents.

Protective Services (1-888-385-4225 or 860-704-3046) If you suspect or believe
that an elderly person age 60 or older is a victim of abuse, neglect (including self-
neglect) or exploitation, contact Protective Services.

Connecticut Pharmaceutical Assistance Contract to the Elderly Programs
(ConnPACE) (1-800-423-5026) The Department of Social Services operates the
ConnPACE program, which pays the cost of prescription drugs, after a $12 co-pay per
prescription for people 65 and older. Effective January 1, 2008, incomes must be under
$23,700 for single persons, or under $31,900 for married couples. Applications are
available at the Lyme Town Hall or online at www.connpace.com.

SNAP (Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program) 1-866-974-SNAP www.ctfood-
stamps.org This is the former Food Stamp Program. Beginning July 1, 2009, eligibility
requirements change making it easier to obtain Food Stamp assistance. The website

includes a SNAP Benefit Online Calculator to help you determine if you are eligible, or call
the number listed for assistance.

State Elderly Tax Relief Program The basic qualifications for this program are
that you own the property for which the credit is sought and be at least 65 years of age
by the end of the calendar year. Qualifying income for the 2007 Grand List was $29,800
single and $36,500 married. All income statements must be provided. Application may
be made between February 1st and May 15th. Contact the Assessor’s office with any
questions (860-434-8092).

Lyme Elderly Tax Relief Program The basic qualifications for this program are that
it be your principal residence and you have five years of residency as of the first day of
October prior to the filing period. Applicants must be 65 years of age by October 1st. Qual-
ifying income may not exceed $40,000 if single or $47,500 if married/civil union. No taxes
due to the Town of Lyme may be in arrears. Application may be made between February
1st and May 15th. Contact the Assessor’s office with any questions (860-434-8092).

Heat Advisory Information The State of Connecticut has recommended that local
municipalities establish Cooling Centers for vulnerable residents when heat advisories
are issued. The location of the Cooling Center for affected Lyme residents is the Lymes’
Senior Center, 26 Townwoods Road, Old Lyme. Should a heat advisory be issued, elderly
residents are urged to check the following for announcements regarding opening of the
local Cooling Center: WFSB-3, WTNH-8, WVIT-30 television; lymeline.com; Comcast
Public Access Channel 14; Municipal Website. When in operation during heat advisories,
the Cooling Center will be open until 8:00 PM. Contact the Lymes’ Senior Center (860-
434-4127) or the town hall (434-7733) with questions.

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Lyme Ambulance Association

Lyme is a HEARTSafe Community! Lyme Ambulance Association (LAA) led the
effort this year to earn this designation from the CT Department of Public Health. The
HEARTSafe program recognizes that a community has increased its capability to
provide early, life-saving response to sudden cardiac arrest victims. Lyme Ambulance
has trained staff members at Town Hall and Lyme Consolidated School in the use of
automated external defibrillators (AEDs), and we periodically offer CPR classes to Lyme
residents. Special thanks go to Karen Dahle, an EMS Instructor, who is certified to conduct
these special trainings.

In addition to the HEARTSafe signs on Lyme’s major roadways, we’ve posted a new
LAA placard above the ambulance garage at Hamburg Station. Alongside it is an
information board that’s maintained by LAA veteran and top responder Carter Courtney.
Check it out from time to time! We also post news and information on our website, at
www.lymeambulance.org.

Lyme Ambulance responded to 185 emergency calls between July 2010 and June
2011. These covered requests for medical aid, lift assistance, and standby for fire calls.
124 individuals were transported to local medical facilities; others did not need
transport, or declined it.

Daytime (6 am to 6 pm) -- 104 Nighttime (6 pm to 6 am) -- 81

Calls requiring a paramedic (Advanced Life Support) -- 32

Mutual Aid to other towns – 9 to East Haddam, 6 to Old Lyme
Motor Vehicle accidents – 13 Falls -- 33

Lyme Ambulance continues to be a no-fee basic ambulance transport service. Our
neighboring towns now bill for their services. If we do not have a crew available to
respond in Lyme with our ambulance, East Haddam or Old Lyme will provide mutual
aid, and you will be charged for their services. Hospitals charge for paramedic services
if the patient’s medical condition requires advanced life support (ALS).

Maintaining our no-fee service and our 24-hour response capability depends on
having a volunteer team available at all times of the day. We were fortunate to have five
new members join us this year, filling vacancies from several members who resigned.
Scott and Andre Yeomans, nephews of founding member John Yeomans, qualified in the
spring of 2011. They continue a long family tradition of EMS and Fire service, as do the
three Firgelewski men who also respond with both services. Veteran EMT Doug LoPresti
joined in October 2010; Ed McCusker qualified as an ambulance driver and Mike Slezycki
has certified as an EMT.

Please consider volunteering! We welcome interested applicants at any time, and
training is available throughout the year. If you want to know more, contact EMT Carter
Courtney (860-434-0057) or Chief Carl Clement (860-434-1533). You’re welcome to attend
one of our monthly Operations meetings at Hamburg Station, held on the second Sunday
night of the month at 6:00, or check out information on our web site.

Remember that calling 911 in an emergency will summon expert assistance much
faster than driving the patient to a medical care center. Here’s how to prepare in advance:

• make sure your house number is clearly visible along the road, not covered by
snow or foliage

• keep your driveway clear of obstructing debris or snow

• make a list of your current medications (significant medical history is helpful
too), and have a copy on hand for EMS personnel. Keep a copy in your purse or
your car, as well.

• pull over for a vehicle displaying flashing blue or green lights. These are fire or
ambulance volunteers responding to an emergency.

• follow directions of the Fire Police.

We ask you to support the work of Lyme Ambulance with an annual household
membership ($20/year). Your contributions pay our $50,000 average annual expense
for equipment, crew training, supplies, and new ambulances when needed. We send
out an appeal by mail every fall, but you can pick up an application at Town Hall, or
send your household information and contribution to P.O. Box 911, Hadlyme, CT 06439.
Additional donations are gratefully received throughout the year. Your past generosity
has enabled LAA to be the last volunteer EMS service east of the Connecticut River that
does not charge for emergency transport.

In August 2010 a spacious new First Aid booth was set up for us at the Hamburg
Fair, where we are on duty every year. For the past two years, LAA has opened the
ambulance for visits by students and parents during the June Field Day at Lyme
Consolidated School. Crew members also lead an after-school activity called “Rescue
Heroes”, as part of the Curiosity Shop enrichment program. We want to make sure that
all residents of Lyme, young and old, are informed about Lyme Ambulance. If you have a
suggestion for improving our public information, or are willing to help us with
outreach activities and publicity, please contact President Betsy Morgan or Chief Carl Clement.

Lyme Fire Company
Our Volunteers - Members of Our Community Serving Our Community

This year has presented the Lyme Fire Company with an infusion of new members
and also the wrath of a major storm which pushed our volunteer resources to go above
and beyond the call of duty. The storm “Irene”, not even technically a category one
storm, gave us a small taste of what a hurricane can do to our community. I witnessed
our fire company at its best, balancing the daunting task of trying to render emergency
services while high voltage cables lay strewn about our roads, presenting life threaten-
ing dangers to our volunteer first responders and town employees. Our two fire stations
provided shelter, drinking water, warm showers and the much talked about MRE meals
made famous by our military in combat. Many lessons were learned during this period
and hopefully were learned by the state and utility providers.

Often, when we are toned out and the pager goes off in the middle of the night, we
don’t know what to expect when we arrive on scene at an accident or at your personal
residence. Our goal is to provide the best first response aid and to do it as quickly as
possible. One way that you can greatly assist us in assisting you better is to make sure
that your house number or mailbox is clearly displayed and easy to see from the road.
If you have any special needs, please register with the town so that we are aware of
mobility concerns or the use of oxygen at a residence, or other relevant details, so that
we are better prepared upon arrival. During the last major storm and the lack of power
over many days, the previous point becomes even more important since some medical
devices have limited backup battery capacity.
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Through generous donations last year, two new thermal imaging cameras were in
active service this year enabling us to perform swifter searches in smoke filled homes,
locate hot spots, and conduct other types of critical searches in an emergency. These
new cameras have been put to good use and most recently were used to search for a
missing person in a neighboring community under our mutual aid system.

Once again our annual Steak Dinner was a great success this year and has become
the unofficial Lyme community event and a fun night at the Hamburg fire station. Special
thanks to Foreman emeritus, Jared Schneid, for his continued leadership of this important
fire company fundraiser. It is a major undertaking executed flawlessly.

It goes without saying that we need to thank our spouses, significant others and
family members for the many interrupted meals or disrupted nights of sleep as we don
our bunker gear and show up when we are called upon to help you. We also have many
local businesses that have supported the department through generous donations of
food for special events, or valued services such as waste removal after the steak dinner
or when we clean the fairgrounds for the Lyme Grange. The fire company would also like
to offer a special thanks to Dawn Root and James Jansky, and those other unsung heroes
of our community such as the Lyme Fire Company Auxiliary that are always there for
us in our time of need.

On behalf of the Fire Chief, officers and members of the Lyme Fire Company and
Auxiliary, thank you for your continued support, positive feedback and generosity. We
wish you and your families a prosperous and safe 2012.

The Estuary Transit District (ETD) was formed in 1981 by the nine towns of the
Connecticut River Estuary region. The nine towns include Clinton, Chester, Deep River,
Essex, Killingworth, Lyme, Old Lyme, Old Saybrook, and Westbrook. ETD’s mission is to
provide local, coordinated public transportation for all residents of the area. To meet
this goal, ETD operates public transit via the 9 Town Transit (9TT) service.

9TT’s four deviated fixed routes serve the main corridors of the region and provide
connections to public transit providers serving the surrounding regions. The routes
include the Old Saybrook to Madison Shoreline Shuttle, the Old Saybrook to Chester
Riverside Shuttle, the Old Saybrook to Middletown Mid-Shore Express, and the new Old
Saybrook to New London Southeast Shuttle. These routes offer free connections to the
New Haven, New London/Norwich, Middletown, and Hartford area bus services.

In addition to the deviated fixed routes, 9TT provides door-to-door service
throughout all nine towns of the Estuary region through its Dial-A-Ride service. As with
all of 9TT’s services, the Dial-A-Ride service is open to all persons with no age or
disability restrictions.

Estuary Transit District

�

During the year, ETD expanded the service hours of its Shoreline Shuttle and River-
side Shuttle services to improve availability for work related trips. This combined with
the marketing efforts have led to an increase in ridership of 19% over the previous fiscal
year to 73,190 trips and over 50% of trips being work related. The continued growth has
led to a need to purchase larger buses to accommodate the growing passenger loads.

ETD also received over $900,000 in capital grants in 2010, most of which was used
during 2010-2011 fiscal year. The funding provided for the purchase of New England’s
first two hybrid-gasoline mini-buses, eight bus shelters, and a state of the art trip sched-
uling system. The new scheduling system has almost doubled efficiency of Dial-A-Ride
services, improved on-time performance with real time GPS tracking and scheduling,
allows passengers to book trips online, and sends text messages of estimated arrival
times to passenger’s cell phones.

The Estuary Transit District is governed by the ETD Board of Directors made up of
one representative from each town, each having a weighted vote based on the population
of the town they represent. The Directors serve in a voluntary capacity to adopt policy,
set budgets and conduct long term planning for the district. In 2008, the board hired
First Transit, Inc., a professional transit management company, to provide an Executive
Director to manage the day to day business of ETD. Regular board meetings are held on
the third Friday every other month at 9:00 A.M. at the Estuary Transit District. All
meetings are open to the public.

ETD continues to grow its unrestricted fund balance during the 2010-2011 fiscal
year through aggressive financial management by staff and the board. This has
enhanced ETD’s cash flow position and acts as a “rainy day” fund.

disability rating of 10% or more annually for exemption. Not
required if applicant is 65 or 100% permanently disabled, and
V.A. statement previously filed.

May 15 - Deadline for filing Elderly and totally Disabled Owners application.
Filing period begins for Elderly Renters Program (Income Limit
Applies).

September 15 - Deadline for filing Elderly Renters Program.
September 30 - Veterans claiming exemption for first time must file DD214

(Honorable Discharge) with Town Clerk.
October 1 - Deadline for filing Additional Veterans Exemption Application

(Income limit applies).
October 31 - Filing Deadline for Exemption on Farm Machinery, Horses, or

Ponies used exclusively in farm operation (Sec 14-1): Income /
Expense Limit applicable.

November 1 - Open Space Classification filing deadline. Filing deadline for Per-
sonal Property Declaration on all unregistered motor vehicles,
machinery, farming / mechanic tools, horses, ponies, asses (not
used in farming), commercial furniture / fixtures / equipment,
farm machinery, leased equipment, and all other tangible goods.
Failure to file will result in a 25% penalty.
Filing deadline for Application for Tax Exempt Status for charitable
and certain other organizations (quadrennial filing).

December 31 - Filing deadline for Application of Motor Vehicle Exemption for
serviceperson stationed out of state.

Please note that any appeals of assessment must be made in writing to the Board
of Assessment Appeals by February 20th.

While many in our town may be familiar with the process through which a value is
assigned to their (Real Estate) property and improvements, we thought we should clarify
the procedure for assessment and taxation on Automobiles and Personal Property.

Whenever a resident registers a motor vehicle with the State, the State notifies
the town of that resident’s vehicle ownership, and the State assigns a value to that
motor vehicle based on the average retail value given for that specific vehicle in the
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N.A.D.A. (National Automobile Dealers Association) book. For any vehicles that are not
“priced” by the State, we use the N.A.D.A.. books to do so here. The Town applies a factor
of 70% to the “Book Value” of the vehicles in arriving at the assessed value. The list
from the State is based on vehicles registered up until October 1st; any vehicle
purchased shortly after 10/1 is picked up on a supplemental list, and the tax on those
vehicles is pro rated and billed separately in January.

We want to, once again, remind all Lyme taxpayers about the importance of using
the proper Town Tax Code when registering a motor vehicle. Please verify that the Tax
Code listed on your Motor Vehicle Registration is shown as 075, which is the correct
Code for Lyme, and not 105 which is the Tax Code for Old Lyme. Having the Old Lyme
code on your registration will not mean that your motor vehicle tax bill will never catch
up with you - it just means that every time the Old Lyme tax assessors office gets an
update on a vehicle which is actually a “Lyme” vehicle, the forms have to be forwarded
to Lyme. Since this confusion results in much unnecessary work for the two towns’
assessors, it would be appreciated if everyone could check their registrations and notify
the D.M.V.. if the registration does not reflect the correct “075” Tax Code. Helping to
minimize the workload at the Town Hall will contribute toward keeping our mil rate as
low as possible.

All owners of taxable personal property are required to file a Declaration Of
Personal Property form by November 1. While this tax is aimed primarily at businesses
in Town, covering taxable items such as business related equipment, it does include, as
well, items such as farm equipment and unregistered vehicles or horses which are tax-
able when owned by residents who are not in business per se. Established farms are
entitled to certain exemptions. Valuations for the taxable items are derived from the
forms filed by the taxpayers, and a 70% factor is applied to that amount in arriving at
the assessed value. Any residents who may have questions about whether or not they
own property which is taxable under this regulation should contact the Assessor’s
Office at Town Hall for a complete list of taxable items.

Finally, as always, I want to thank Debra Yeomans for her courteous and diligent
work throughout the year in the assessor’s office. The Assessor’s Office is open 9 to
Noon, and 12;30 to 4:00, and is closed on Thursdays.

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Connecticut River Gateway Commission

HISTORY

In 1973, the Connecticut Legislature recognized the Lower Connecticut River Valley
as one of the State’s most important natural, recreational and scenic areas, and authorized
establishment of the Connecticut River Gateway Commission. In July 1974, the
Commission became operational with eight eligible towns, two regional planning agencies
and the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection participating.

The Gateway Conservation Zone is about 30 miles long and includes those portions
of its eight member towns (Chester, Deep River, East Haddam, Essex, Haddam, Lyme,
Old Lyme and Old Saybrook, including the Borough of Fenwick) within view of the river.
Since 1973, this area has been recognized as a unique area. The Nature Conservancy has
designated the lower Connecticut River as one of its “Last Great Places”; the river’s
tidelands were recognized as an “internationally significant” habitat for waterfowl under
the terms of the international Ramsar Convention; the Secretary of the U.S. Department
of Interior has recognized the Lower Connecticut River Valley as “one of the most
important ecological landscapes” in the United States; and in 1999, the River was
designated as one of 14 American Heritage Rivers by the President of the United States.
The State Greenways Council designated the Gateway Conservation Zone as an official
State Greenway in 2007.

SCENIC PRESERVATION RESPONSIBILITIES

While other organizations have concerned themselves with natural ecological
systems in the river valley, this Commission has concentrated its attention on the
protection of key lands along the river that contribute to the valley’s scenic qualities.
Since its inception, the Commission has worked with others to protect well over 1,000
acres of land through over $1 million in gifts or purchase of scenic easements, development
rights and fee simple titles. These are located in all eight towns, ranging from the
estuarine marshes of Old Lyme to the heights of Mount Tom in East Haddam. In recent
years, the Commission assisted the Old Saybrook Land Trust with a portion of the funding
for purchase of property along the Old Saybrook waterfront, acquisition of the Roger
Tory Peterson property in Old Lyme and has committed to funding toward the purchase
of a riverfront parcel in the Town of Chester. In East Haddam, the Gateway Commission
is in the process of donating a large parcel of Gateway-owned conservation land to the
East Haddam Land Trust.

LAND USE OVERSIGHT RESPONSIBILITIES

Another significant role assigned to the Gateway Commission by the 1973 legislation
is establishment of common zoning standards for height, setback, lot coverage and the
like, which member towns have agreed to adopt and enforce within the Gateway
Conservation Zone. At its monthly meetings, the Commission reviews and acts on zone
changes, regulations changes and variance applications affecting land within the
Conservation Zone referred to it by local boards and commissions. No zone change or

change in regulations affecting land within the Conservation Zone can become effective
without the Commission’s approval.

The Gateway Commission officially amended its zoning standards on February 26,
2004 Revisions include a new requirement for a vegetative buffer area along the river-
front, clarification of limitations on the height of structures, and greater emphasis on
blending new structures with existing topography and landscaping. In order to accomplish
these goals, local Planning & Zoning Commissions are now responsible for conducting
Special Permit reviews for structures in excess of 4,000 square feet in total area in order
to understand and mitigate adverse impacts of such large development on the “natural
and traditional riverway scene”. As a courtesy, the Gateway Commission, through staff,
offers to review these applications on behalf of the local Commissions at their own cost.
These standards respond to continuing concerns over highly visible, large, new homes
along the river bank and in the upland hills facing the river, as well as extensive tree-
cutting for new development or new views for existing development.

As of June 30, 2011, Gateway member towns of Chester, Deep River, East Haddam,
Haddam, Lyme, Old Lyme and Old Saybrook have incorporated the new standards into
their zoning regulations as required by State Statute. The Town of Essex is currently in
discussions that may lead to the adoption of the 2004 standards into their Zoning
Regulations..

OTHER ACTIVITIES

During the 2010-2011 fiscal year, the Gateway Commission was involved, and con-
tinues to be involved in two significant issues that will impact the Conservation Zone
in the lower Connecticut River. First, much time and energy was spent by the Commission
to voice opinion on the legislative conveyance of 17 acres of land in the Tylerville
section of Haddam to a private developer. The developer was to transfer 87 acres of
land they own adjacent to Conkaponsett State Forest in Haddam to the State of
Connecticut in return. At issue was that the 17 acre parcel had been purchased by the
State of Connecticut for the expressed purpose of conservation and use by the public.
Great concern was raised by the Commission and the environmental community at
large that such a legislative conveyance would result in the erosion of confidence in
state government’s willingness to protect conservation land that has been acquired.
Of great concern was that the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection
made no effort to publically oppose the conveyance.

Second, as of the end of the 2010-2011 fiscal year, the Gateway Commission was
awaiting the outcome of an affordable housing application submitted for property
within the Gateway Conservation Zone of Old Saybrook. The site, the Between the
Bridges Marina located between the I-95 Baldwin Bridge and the Connecticut River rail-
road bridge, has been an active marina for over three decades. The redevelopment of
the site to include the marina use, a restaurant and a residential development including
affordable units would result in a slightly greater “presentation” to the river, thus cre-
ating concerns of potential deterioration of the “natural and traditional riverway scene”
in that location. Offsetting the slight increase in size is the feeling that the proposed
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development may provide what some consider to be a much needed “facelift” to the
site, thereby improving the river scene in that area. A decision is expected to be ren-
dered by the Gateway Commission early in the 2011-2012 fiscal year.

3D modeling through the use of Sketch Up and Google Earth is being utilized by the
Commission, and staff continues working with the Pictometry data and software
provided by the State. These tools allow the Gateway Commission to utilize GIS
technology in their conservation efforts in order to protect the “natural and traditional
riverway scene” of the Connecticut River, the Commission’s primary mission.

CRERPA environmental planner Margot Burns has continued the collaboration of
land trusts within the lower Connecticut River – the Lower Connecticut River and
Coastal Region Land Trust Exchange (LTE) - with an eye toward a greater alliance and
coordination amongst the trusts. Conservation effectiveness is the goal which is being
pursued through regional collaboration without losing individual autonomy. The Gateway
Commission’s sister land trust – the Connecticut River Land Trust – participates in the
alliance work. Find out about the Exchange at www.crerpa.org/ LandTrustCollaboration

As a part of the overall effort to better serve the public, Gateway Commission staff
J.H. Torrance Downes continues to update design as well as information on the
Commission’s website, which can be found at www.ctriver gateway.org. The site
includes photographs from the lower river valley, the Gateway’s development
standards, State statutes governing their authority, minutes, agendas, Annual Reports
and other pertinent information. The “News” section of the website is used to continually
update the river community on topics related to the preservation mission of the
Gateway Commission.

In June of 2011, the Gateway Commission scheduled to hold their annual river tour
of the Gateway Conservation Zone. Although a severe thunderstorm resulted in the
cruise boat being tied to the dock for the duration, the Commission updated selected
local and state dignitaries on events that occurred throughout the year that impacted
or may impact the Gateway Conservation Zone. During the 2011-2012 fiscal year, the
annual river cruise will be held in the late spring.

Finally, the Public Outreach Committee of the Gateway Commission completed an
updated version of their Mission Booklet. The booklet has been distributed throughout
the eight member towns within the Gateway Conservation Zone in locations such as
local libraries, town halls and selected public venues as well as to members of the local
Planning & Zoning Commissions and Zoning Boards of Appeal. In an effort to better
educate the public on the mission of the Gateway Commission, Mission Booklets have
also been distributed to numerous real estate agencies that represent property owners
located within the Gateway Conservation Zone. Every effort is being made to have property
owners be aware of the mission prior to designing residential structures and additions.
The booklet can be acquired by calling staff at (860) 388-3497. During the 2011-2012
fiscal year, the booklet will be uploaded to the Gateway website.

TIDEWATER INSTITUTE:

During the 2010-2011 fiscal year, the Commission continued to utilize the educa-
tional resources previously produced by the Tidewater Institute designed to address
key threats to the internationally significant natural resources of the Connecticut River
Estuary. Those materials include multi-colored informational cards celebrating the
protective benefits of vegetated riparian buffers. Also being considered is the proposed
adoption of a set of riparian buffer regulations that were produced with a grant on
behalf of the Gateway Commission. At this time, the standards will be incorporated as
educational material into the Gateway Commission’s website. Tidewater Institute is an
independent non-profit 501(c)3 organization.

FINANCES

Until 1991, the State supported the work of the Commission with a modest annual
appropriation for administrative purposes. These funds were removed from the state
budget in 1992. The Commission has had no state financial support since that time and
has had to rely on income from its land acquisition fund to meet its administrative costs
of approximately $55,000 per year. The development and printing of the Mission Booklet
and the retaining of legal representation during the review of the affordable housing
application process added to the Commission’s expenses during the 2010-2011 fiscal
year. Even with the uncertain economy that was experienced during the fiscal year, the
Commission’s investment portfolio made gains, thereby putting it in a good financial
position for the upcoming 2011-2012 fiscal year.

DELEGATES

Melvin Woody and Lisa Niccolai of Lyme; Peter Cable and Suzanne Thompson of Old
Lyme; Madeline Fish of Old Saybrook; Steve Williams of the Connecticut River Estuary
Regional Planning Agency; Raul de Brigard and Stasia DeMichele of the Midstate Regional
Planning Agency; and David Blatt of the Connecticut DEP. Fenwick Borough has been
designated an ad hoc member and is represented by Borough Warden Ethel Davis. The
Commission continues to seek representatives from the Towns of Old Saybrook and East
Haddam and for CRERPA.

FUTURE DIRECTION

The Gateway continues to explore a number of initiatives and collaborations that
they feel further their mission to protect the “natural and traditional riverway scene” of
the lower Connecticut River. Those initiatives include participation in the Lower
Connecticut River and Coastal Region Land Trust Exchange (LTE), continuing efforts to
expand their education and outreach and the enhancement of stewardship efforts in the
lower river valley by finalizing the transfer of several properties owned by the
Commission to the State of Connecticut or to local conservation organizations. The
Commission is also a partner in an ongoing effort to preserve the Haddam Neck site of
the decommissioned Connecticut Yankee atomic power plant. As always, the Gateway

Commission continues to financially support land preservation efforts where the
conservation of such properties furthers their mission.

Cable Advisory Council

In June 2010 the Comcast Advisory Council which represents the Towns of East
Haddam, Haddam, Lyme, Old Lyme and Salem voted to use a designated portion of its
funds to subsidize capital equipment costs related to the production of community,
governmental and educational programming, in addition to funding scholarships to
area high school seniors planning to enter a communications program or a communi-
cations related field after high school graduation. Four student applications were
received in 2010 and funds were awarded. The Council also voted to continue the
Scholarship/Grants program for the year 2011. Scholarship and Municipal Grants
applications were provided to the Guidance Departments of the local high schools and
Town Selectman offices in early 2011. The funds are provided (except for scholarships)
on a reimbursement basis, with consideration being given this year for only one grant
application from each of the communities and high schools. In June 2011, scholarships
were awarded to three graduating seniors from area high schools, and grants awarded
to the Towns of Salem and Old Lyme.

The Comcast studio, located in Old Lyme is now open for studio tours. Residents
are invited to sign up for free future training workshops to learn more about how to
become involved in Public Access Television. Information packets about the Public
Access TV studio and Channel will be available at the Studio. The Comcast Access
Coordinator serving this area is producing a section of videos featuring local
attractions, as well as Public Service Announcements, all of which is a part of Comcast
on Demand services. Participation in Comcast/Old Lyme area Community Access
Television is open to any resident or non-profit organization in East Haddam, Lyme, Old
Lyme and Salem. The Advisory Council is now developing promotional material about
Public Access that will be distributed to local libraries and Town Halls.

In 2010-2011 the Lyme Land Conservation Trust connected with our members,
friends and supporters in a variety of ways, all successful.

The connection between conservation and art.

Conservation helps art by preserving memorable landscapes; artists help conser-
vationists by painting or photographing scenes of nature.

In the spring of 2011 Land Trust director Molly Turner initiated a partnership with
the Lyme Art Association and the Lyman Allyn Art Museum to celebrate the beauty of
one of Lyme's most famous landscapes. Dozens of artists gathered to paint en plein air
at our Grassy Hill Preserve, and then submitted their works to a juried competition,

Connecting with the younger generation.

Many of the pioneers of the land conservation movement in Lyme are getting on
in years and our Board of Directors understands how critical it is to get the younger
generations interested in land conservation. To encourage younger families to take a
break from computers and games and enjoy Lyme’s open space, a group of parents led
by Land Trust member and volunteer Emily Bjornberg, created the “Lyme Trail
Trekkers”, to help organize outdoor programs designed for family participation.

The Trekkers hope to instill a sense of conservation in the younger generation by
helping the Land Trust reach out to young families and involve them in the important
work that the Land Trust does in Lyme. To make it easier for families to know which
Land Trust activities are appropriate for young children they developed a logo which
the Land Trusts uses when announcing events. You can see it on our web site.

Connecting with our members.

“One Fine Day” was how a guest described the Land Trust’s forty-fourth Annual
Meeting. On June 19th, after a prolonged stretch of gloomy and rainy days, the sun
came out as we entertained our members with a spectacular display of falconry.

The falconer brought several birds including owls, hawks, falcons and an eagle.

Connecting with nature.

Preserve stands out. To help celebrate National Trails Day, fifty hikers of all ages led by
our staffer Lisa Niccolai and former president Ralph Lewis walked the newly created
trail. A scavenger hunt organized by Lisa was of great interest to the Lyme Trekkers.

Without our many volunteer stewards we would not be able to manage our sizeable
portfolio of properties and easements. There are ninety-five properties containing over
2,500 acres in Lyme. Thirty-one are properties we own and sixty-four are easements on
private land. Our Stewardship Committee is responsible for protecting these properties,
plus the 235 acre Pleasant Valley Preserve under an agreement with The Nature Conser-
vancy. This work is carried out by our fifteen member Board of Directors and almost
twenty volunteer stewards.

An added highlight for the Lyme Land Trust was recognition by the Land Trust
Alliance, a national organization of Land Trusts, for our ongoing struggle to defend a
conservation easement challenge by a landowner who did not grant the easement. We
were featured with a picture and article in their 2010 annual report.

Literacy Volunteers Valley Shore, CT, Inc. trains volunteer tutors to teach Basic
Reading and English as a Second Language to residents of the Valley Shore area who
cannot read, write or speak English, or who would like to improve these basic skills.
This one-to-one instruction is strictly confidential and is completely without charge to
the student.

In 2010/2011 from the Town of Lyme, we had 15 volunteers and 2 tutors. Our total
number of volunteers for 2010/2011 was 174 and the total number of active tutors was
117. Some of the volunteers/tutors from Lyme were: Cornelia Bessie (Board Emeritus)
and Christine Egri, one of the most active volunteers, who has taken on the responsi-
bility to head our Book Committee.

Our total number of students in 2010/2011 was 155, with 9 of them residing in Lyme.
Our students represented 65 different countries.

As usual we had a busy year. Our tutors spent 4054 hours tutoring our students
during 2010/2011. Tutors spent 1973 hours preparing for those lessons. In addition, our
volunteers spent 5800 hours in other ways helping to make our programs successful.
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Literacy Volunteers Valley Shore, CT Inc. services the shoreline communities of
Chester , Clinton , Deep River , Essex (Ivoryton and Centerbrook), Guilford , Killinworth,
Lyme, Madison , Old Lyme, Old Saybrook and Westbrook. Our statistics reflect the
communities where our students reside but not necessarily where they work. Our
records reflect that they are working in all of our communities in all sorts of jobs. Many
hold two or three jobs while also being tutored.

MacCurdy Salisbury Educational Foundation, Inc.

The MacCurdy Salisbury Educational Foundation awarded $227,300 for the 2010-
2011 school year to 84 students going on to college, 19 from Lyme and 65 from Old
Lyme. For the 2011-2012 school year the Foundation plans to award $258,810 to 87
students, 19 from Lyme and 68 from Old Lyme

All high school graduates who have maintained permanent residence in Old Lyme
or Lyme for at least two years are eligible to apply for a MacCurdy Salisbury grant. This
applies not only to students attending Regional District 18 but to those attending high
school out of town. Grants are given for four years and are paid out semi-annually to the
students provided that a student’s grades do not fall below 2.0 GPA and the student
(family) remains a town resident. Applications and instructions are available at the
Lyme-Old Lyme High School Guidance Office or on our website: MacCurdySalisbury.org.

The Foundation held its annual reception on June 9, 2011 at the Lyme Art Association
for this year’s high school graduates who were receiving grants. At the reception, in
addition to its regular grants, the Foundation presented two $500.00 awards; the W.E.S.
Griswold Valedictorian Award to Hannah Trautmann from Old Lyme and the Willis Um-
berger Salutatorian Award to Amanda Liefield from Old Lyme. Bill Griswold was
President of the foundation from 1965 to 1992 and Willis Umberger was Secretary/
Treasurer of the Foundation from 1966 to 1986.

The Annual Meeting of the Foundation was held on September 23, 2010. Two members
were elected to the Foundation’s Board of Directors for a three year term; Joan O’Neil
and David Preston. They replaced Rev. Rebecca Crosby and Michael Walker whose
terms had expired. Foundation officers elected at the meeting were: President Rowland
Ballek, Vice President Mary Seidner and Secretary/Treasurer Edward Perkins.

The MacCurdy Salisbury Educational Foundation has a long standing tradition of
providing financial support to local students going on to further their education at
colleges and universities after their high school years. The Foundation is continually
striving to increase the size of its endowment, especially for the Lyme (Brevillier)
portion of the fund which is smaller than the older, much larger Old Lyme portion of the
endowment. This is necessary so the awards can keep pace with the ever increasing
cost of college tuitions as well as to allow Lyme students the same size of awards as the
students from Old Lyme receive. Both funds were helped this year from bequests.
Elizabeth Griswold left a bequest to the Old Lyme portion of the fund and Sally Bill left
a bequest to the Lyme portion of the fund. We are very grateful for their thoughtful actions.

Lyme Public Library

2010/2011 was an active and productive year for the Lyme Public Library. The
Lyme Town Campus Center Planning Committee (TCCPC) hired the architectural firm
of Tuthill and Wells,LLC and began the work of creating a conceptual design for a new
library and town hall. The digital revolution is changing the ways that libraries serve
their communities, and even library experts are not sure what libraries will look like in
25-30 years, so designing a library that will serve the town for the next thirty years or
more is no easy task. The TCCPC along with architect Bruce Tuthill worked to design a
building with flexible space options that will be able to adapt to technological changes
and meet the town’s needs for years to come. At the end of the fiscal year, the conceptual
design was almost complete. If the conceptual design is accepted by the town, work will
begin on the design development phase.

The Library also launched a redesigned web site and a Facebook page during the
year. The Library’s redesigned web site was launched in March 2011. It features a
calendar of events that allows online registration for library programs, and it displays
the Library newsletter in .pdf format for easy reading, downloading, or printing. The
Library’s Facebook page posts items about Library news, programs and events, and
also links to articles about books, libraries, and reading. It supplements the Library’s
Twitter account which has been active for several years.

Facebook was also the subject of a library program called Social Networking for
Older Adults that provided an overview of Facebook and other social networking sites.
Other adult programs included a lecture/slide show on the artist Paul Gauguin, a
program on attracting birds to your backyard, and the Library Book Club. In September,
the Book Club met to discuss the One Book One Region title A Pearl in the Storm by
Tori Murden McClure. The Library again participated in the One Book Every Young
Child program. Children’s Librarian Barbara Carlson served on the committee that
chose the title and planned the events. The program was a collaboration between the
Community Foundation of Southeastern Connecticut, the Connecticut Library Consortium
and eleven public libraries in the Foundation’s service area. The purpose of the
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program was to highlight the importance of early literacy development in preschoolers,
teach practices to parents and caregivers that promote literacy development, and in-
crease the ability of libraries and community agencies to respond to early literacy needs
through collaboration. The title chosen was Sir Ryan’s Quest, and the author, Jason Deeble,
came to the Old Lyme Phoebe Griffin Noyes Library where children from both Lyme
and Old Lyme got to meet the author, have him sign their books and watch a
demonstration of how he writes and illustrates his books. Other children’s programs
during the year included a robotics program taught by Zach Agostine in which children
made their own working robots, monthly after-school programs led by Kristen Thornton,
and preschool story hours led by Barbara Carlson. In addition, the library continued its
cooperation with Lyme Consolidated School, Region 18 and the Old Lyme Phoebe
Griffin Noyes Library on summer reading. This collaboration seeks to minimize
duplication of effort while maximizing the availability of resources and books for
children during the summer.

The Library was again fortunate to be the venue for the book launch party for
Lyme resident Jim Benn’s book Rag and Bone, the fifth title in the Billy Boyle WWII
mystery series. The event drew a large crowd to the library and was a festive evening
as the series becomes increasingly popular and successful. Also, the Library book sale
in May had a special component as our friend and neighbor, the late Dominick Dunne,
left the Library his personal book collection. Over 1,500 volumes from his library were
available for sale, many of them with his signature or inscriptions to him from other
authors. Dominick’s books helped to make it one of the most successful sales ever. The
Library decided to keep a core collection of books from Dominick’s bequest to display
in the planned new library.

Changing technology and budget cuts are two issues that continued to challenge
libraries’ abilities to meet public demand. As demand increased for eBooks and streaming
media, many libraries suffered flat or diminished budgets. The Lyme Library was forced
to eliminate the InfoAnytime 24/7 Reference service database due to budget cuts at the
state level. The end of state funding made it too costly for the Library to continue. How-
ever the JobNow, ICONN, and reQuest databases remained available to Lyme patrons
and they made use of them by doing over 2,000 online searches and requesting over 700
items via interlibrary loan. In addition, the Library lent almost 800 items via interlibrary
loan to other libraries. Audio visual items remained popular as over 5,300 items were
checked out during the year. The demand for eBooks increased, and this caused the
Library to terminate its downloadable audio book contract with Recorded Books/Net
Library as of June 30, 2011 with the expectation that it would soon be contracting with
another vendor to offer both eBooks and downloadable audio books early in the year.

As of this writing, budget cuts are again threatening our ability to provide needed
services to the community. Funding for the reQuest database, grants to public libraries
and state funding for the CT Library Consortium are all in jeopardy. The elimination of
these programs will severely hamper the library’s ability to provide Interlibrary Loan
service, will end the rotating DVD and Books on CD coops and the substantial discounts
we receive on books and supplies that help us almost double our purchasing power.

We are grateful for the continued support from individuals, members of the
Library Board, Town Hall and the Board of Finance, The Lyme TCCPC, and community

organizations and businesses such as the Lyme Garden Club, Lyme/Old Lyme Lions
Club, The Lyme Old Lyme Junior Women’s Club, the Lyme Land Conservation Trust,
the Lyme Consolidated School, Lyme Public Library, Inc., Essex Savings Bank, and the
John and Kelly Hartman Foundation.

Whatever the future holds as far as physical facilities changes, technological
changes and budget challenges, one thing is certain. The Lyme Public Library will be
here serving the community and doing its best to meet the needs of a changing world.

Connecticut River Estuary Regional Planning Agency

The Connecticut River Estuary Regional Planning Agency (CRERPA) is in its 44th
year of planning for the nine-town Estuary region.

CRERPA consists of two representatives from each member town, one representing
the Board of Selectmen and the other representing the Planning Commission.
The CRERPA Board meets on the first Monday of each month at 7:30 p.m. at the Agency
office in the Saybrook Junction Marketplace. Our current Chairman is Bruce Edgerton
of Deep River.

CRERPA has a staff of 8 full and part-time employees. Independent consultants are
occasionally contracted on an as-needed basis.

CRERPA is supported financially from a variety of federal, state and local sources.
A significant portion of the CRERPA budget continues to be the annual contribution of
its member towns, with other major support coming from the Connecticut Department
of Transportation, the State Office of Policy and Management, the Connecticut Department
of Environmental Protection, and the Department of Emergency Management and
Homeland Security.

REGIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

CRERPA helps its member towns work together voluntarily to solve common problems
affecting the Estuary Region. During the year, CRERPA provided staff support and meeting
space for several area organizations including the following:

The Connecticut River Estuary Metropolitan Planning Organization: The
CREMPO Board is comprised of the nine chief elected officials and their alternates, a
CRERPA board representative and alternate, and a representative from the Estuary Transit
District. CREMPO provides executive oversight for state and federal transportation

funding within the region for planning and regional projects. During 2009, CRERPA and
CREMPO made significant progress on transportation preparedness for emergency
response during disasters; including a special project for a geo-spatial transportation
database for the 30 towns in DEMHS Region 2; planning for integrated transportation for
pedestrians, bicyclists, public bus passengers, rail, and automobile; work on trail
systems, and freight planning,

Although designated as an urban area, the region is characterized by small town
centers separated by rural scenic areas and roadways. The need for alternative
transportation, and more efficient use of the automobile and inter-modal planning
remain important goals of the region even with limited funding opportunities. The most
promising work is with the small public transit system, including expansion of the
Estuary Transit District with connections to Middletown’s public bus service and
streamlined service to New London’s rail station. Planning for rail parking, and expansion,
transit oriented development regulations, and expansion of Shoreline East service is
another high priority.

The Lower Connecticut Valley Selectman’s Association (LCVSA), brings the chief
elected officials of the region together monthly to discuss common interests, including
transportation, elderly services, solid waste disposal and recycling. The LCVSA
oversees the operation of a regional household hazardous waste collection facility in
Essex and is involved in emergency planning efforts. First Selectman Michael Pace of
Old Saybrook is the LCVSA Chairman Janice Ehle/Meyer serves as the CRERPA
Recycling, Environmental Education, and HHW Coordinator. Janice organizes and man-
ages the Household Hazardous Waste and electronics collections at the regional facility
in Essex operated by CRERPA on behalf of the nine towns.

The Connecticut River Valley Council of Elected Officials (CRVCEO) meets
monthly and is staffed by CRERPA. The CRVCEO is comprised of the chief elected
officials of the 9 town Estuary Region and the 8 town Midstate Region. During the year,
the CRVCEO has made steps to formally merge the two planning regions.

The Connecticut River Gateway Commission, which meets monthly at the
CRERPA office, was established in 1973 by State Statute to protect the scenic and
environmental qualities of the Lower Connecticut River through a compact among the
eight towns that border the River estuary. The Commission participates in the acquisition
of land and easements for conservation purposes. Gateway member towns have agreed
to adopt common zoning standards for development in the State designated Gateway
Area.

REGIONAL SUPPORT SERVICES

Local Technical Assistance: A major component of CRERPA’s work program is
technical assistance to individual member towns including review and comment on
inter-municipal referrals for zoning applications, zone changes, subdivisions or as
required by statute. CRERPA staff is available to answer questions or conduct research
on land use and planning for local officials as requested.
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GIS and Environmental Planning: CRERPA, with support from Eastern Connecticut
Resource Conservation and Development Area, established and serves as the coordi-
nator for the Lower Connecticut River and Coastal Region Land Trust Exchange (LTE),
an informal organization whose members include: Chester Land Trust, Clinton Land
Conservation Trust, Deep River Land Trust, Essex Land Trust, Lyme Land Conservation
Trust, Old Lyme Land Conservation Trust, Old Saybrook Land Trust, Westbrook Land
Conservation Trust, Haddam Land Trust, East Haddam Land Trust, Middlesex County
Land Trust, Connecticut River Land Trust, and Salem Land Trust. CRERPA and the LTE
have embraced and participate in the Wildlands and Woodlands initiative to further
the burgeoning New England wide landscape scale preservation, conservation, and
development vision.

CRERPA has completed a study to create a Viewshed Education Model for the land
use commissions of CRERPA and Connecticut River Gateway member towns. The study
began with a survey of the Commissions to assess the attitudes and perceptions of the
Commissioners towards viewshed protection on a local and regional scale; and also
designed to encourage them to think about what viewsheds within their towns and the
region they feel are important and why. The study concludes with a report back to the
Commissions including the results of the survey, examples of existing Connecticut view-
sheds regulations, and a representative regional geographic information system (GIS)
viewshed model.

The Estuary Transit District: (ETD) was established in 1981, with the help of
CRERPA, to provide public transportation in the Region. In July, 2003, CRERPA successfully
transferred administration of the program to an independent office for the Estuary Transit
District. CRERPA provides transportation planning services for the district.

Harbor Management: Studies funded by the CTDEP and NOAA enable CRERPA to
be involved with several of the Harbor Management Commissions that exist on the
lower river valley. CRERPA has also been involved in the guidance of a multi town effort
to develop standards for private residential docks in the lower river.

Kayak and Canoe Trails: CRERPA provides education materials for canoers and
kayakers through their Connecticut River Estuary Canoe and Kayak Trail program. This
very popular service includes the trail map series of maps for waters of Old Lyme,
Essex, Deep River and Old Saybrook. Free laminated trail guides can be found in local
libraries, town halls, the DEP Marine Headquarters, at the CRERPA office in Old
Saybrook, and online at the CRERPA website (www.crerpa.org).

Emergency Management Planning: The agency continues to work with the
Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security (DEMHS) to facilitate
their emergency planning goals with GIS, financial services, and grant writing support.
Jean Davies represents the interests of the CRERPA region on the DEMHS Region 2
Emergency Planning Team for emergency planning, sheltering, and evacuation.

Community Garden: The agency now offers to the Estuary region a chance to pur-
chase a seasonal plot and garden. The community garden is behind the Pratt House in
Essex. The 10 x 10 plots are in full sun and fully fenced. The soil is prepared with manure
and turned, ready to plant. Classes are offered throughout the year on garden issues. The Hadlyme Athletic Association had players in

more than one field.

CRERPA staff continues to assist member towns with local open space plans, which
serve as building blocks for a regional greenway plan. The greenway plan will be part
of the background work for the Regional Plan of Conservation and Development .

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Region 18 (Lyme/Old Lyme) Public Schools

The Region 18 (Lyme-Old Lyme) Public Schools continue to offer all citizens cause
for pride and to offer all students a truly outstanding public school education. This
claim is supported by quantitative and qualitative measures and evidence. We feel
fortunate to be able to share the evidence with you in this annual report.

Student Achievement

Twenty-first century societies place a high value on measurable results. Although
we would caution reviewers not to judge any school district strictly on test results, we
have no reason to distract you from an examination of our achievement as measured
in state testing. The District regards state test results as important metrics in assessing
the quality of our education.

The State of Connecticut has set the proficiency standard on the Connecticut
Mastery Tests (CMT, grades 3-8) and on the Connecticut Academic Performance Tests
(CAPT, grade 10) as the achievement target for all Connecticut students. The following
chart illustrates the percentages of students in each grade and subject that were at or
above the proficiency standard in Lyme-Old Lyme as well as the contrasting state
averages.

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There were six appeals filed for fiscal year 2010. Four variances were granted and
one appeal was denied and one appeal was withdrawn. For the third year in a row the
light activity is most likely attributable to the continuing recession. Due to the light
activity the board only met four out of the 12 month reporting period. There is very
little going on in Lyme in the way of building projects which requires the involvement
of our ZBA. As noted in the past, the ZBA is often considered the court of last resort for
Lyme residents desiring to undertake home improvements but because of compliance
issues with town zoning regulations are unable to do so. It is the right of any property
owner to seek relief from the appeals board in the form of a variance if he or she
believes their rights are being unduly restricted.

The Zoning Board of Appeals meets on the third Thursday of each month in the
town hall conference room. Meetings begin at 7:30 P.M.

Lyme Conservation Commission acting as the
Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Agency

The Commission, acting as the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Agency reviewed
31 applications involving various activities in the regulated area (within 100 feet of a
wetland for all activities except for septic leaching fields that require a setback of 150
feet.) All applications, some with restrictions or modifications to the plan were
approved; no applications were denied and no decisions were appealed by the applicant
or another interested party.

Of the three appeals over decisions made in the previous fiscal year, one has been
withdrawn, one is on hold and the third is progressing through the legal system.

The Commission is always looking for residents to serve on the Commission. If you
have such interest, affiliated voters should contact your respective Town Committee or
one of the Selectmen directly.

Distinctions in Student Performance

With great pride, the Lyme-Old Lyme School now carries the Newsweek label as one
of America’s best high schools. Newsweek ranked Lyme-Old Lyme High School as the
#2 high school in the state of Connecticut, #8 in New England, and #202 in the U.S. The
rankings resulted from a composite rating of Advanced Placement Test scores,
Advanced Placement course offerings and percentage of students tested, ACT/SAT
scores, and graduation rates.

The District was also proudly represented by two students at the national Scholastic
Arts Awards held at Carnegie Hall in New York City. Tory McKnight was presented with
a gold medal distinction and Allison Fiscus with a silver medal distinction.

Personnel

Although the District reduced the total number of certified positions in 2010-11,
some replacements for exiting staff were necessary. The District welcomed the following
new hires in the fall of 2010: Lucy Trost, high school social studies; Mercedes
Teachworth, grade 4; Philip Milnarik, special education; Joyce Galehouse, elementary
art (part time).

Five members of the certified staff retired from the District in June 2011. They
included: Jackie Sullivan, high school art; Marsha Folger, high school science; Elaine
Niles, middle school special education; Larry Lee, middle school science; and Jennie
Rubera, second grade. The District is grateful for their service and wishes them the
best in their retirements.

The District honored Mrs. Shannon Glorioso as 2011 Teacher of the Year. Mrs.
Glorioso teaches science at Lyme-Old Lyme Middle School. Her passion for science
extends beyond her outstanding classroom work as she collaborates with several other
teachers in running a very popular after school science club.

Mindy Pollack-Pope, Secretary at Mile Creek, earned the distinction as the District’s
first Non-Certified Employee of the Year. Mrs. Pollack-Pope is highly regarded for her
warmth, strong organization and outstanding service to Mile Creek.

Dr. Elizabeth Osga, Superintendent of Schools, was named the Connecticut
Superintendent of the Year. She was honored at the convention of the Connecticut
Association of Boards of Education and received the award at the National Conference
on Education.

Facilities

Progress on the renovation of Lyme-Old Lyme High School continued to dominate
the District’s facility agenda. Site work and preparations commenced in the summer of
2010, followed by the official groundbreaking for the project in October.
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This is the strongest proficiency profile that the District has attained to date. While
the contrast against the state averages may seem to be reason for celebration, the real
accomplishment has been the improvements over our own past successes.

For the first time, in all but one category (reading grade eight-89.4%), a 90% or better
attainment of proficiency was demonstrated in every grade and every subject.

Our second tier of self-imposed accountability with state testing is that of having
at least 80% of our students reaching the higher standard of performance on the CMT
and CAPT tests that is designated as goal. The following chart illustrates the District’s
and State’s 2011 results in achieving goal status.

Once again, we are pleased to reflect on a personal best for the District as only
one area of CMT basic skills areas (reading, writing, math) fell short of the 80% target
that we set for ourselves. The attainment of goal in reading by 77% of our third graders
does represent the highest level in our testing history. The average of our last five years
of third grade goal attainment was 68.7%. We credit the impressive improvement to the
rigorous implementation of Haskins (Yale University) research into our reading program.
The Haskins influence has also paid dividends in our third grade writing performance
which now stands at 81% of our students meeting goal. This is the highest level of writing
performance we have recorded and contrasts positively with the average of our last
five years, which posts at 68.8% of our students having met writing goal in grade three.
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extend to cover the balance of elementary grades over the next few years. The phase-
in plan allows students to complete the grade levels of the schools that they are in
without abrupt changes.

The plan also reconfigures the grade levels served by the elementary schools. At the
conclusion of the 5 year phase-in, both Lyme Consolidated and Mile Creek Schools will
educate kindergarten through grade 5 students. Center School will become a pre-school
center and will also house central offices.

While understanding the hardship of redistricting, the Board is committed to
making responsible decisions that will serve children and the community into the
foreseeable future. With declining enrollments, difficult economic times and the ever
present need to provide equitable programs for all children, action was needed.

Program and Technology Changes

The District has adopted a revised procedure and schedule for program renewal.
Our world language program is the first subject area to be addressed under the revised
process. During the 2010-11 year, data on the program was collected from many
sources, including numerous observations of instruction. The data were analyzed with
some very specific recommendations for revision. Greater emphasis on use of the target
language and authenticity of materials and experiences will be emphasized. The District
will use new technologies to enable students more opportunity to practice using target
languages in authentic settings.

Current state directives require that all districts provide instructional interventions
to students in a model known as Response to Intervention (RtI). The Lyme-Old Lyme
District has made significant progress in adopting and adapting this model to meet the
needs of students at each level. Extensive use of data helps to identify those students
who need additional instruction in skill areas. Various technology applications help
teachers to respond to individual needs with reinforcement. Models of instruction have
been adapted to support RtI and include literacy time blocks at the elementary school,
skill classes at the middle schools and a skills center at the high school.

Expanded use of technology is evident in many aspects of programs and operations.
The expanded use of Smart Boards (electronic white boards linked to computers)
assists the teaching and learning process. A web-based parent portal was introduced
at the high school that allows parents to check on their children’s attendance and
tardiness records at any time. A point of sale system was introduced in the school
cafeterias, allowing families to prepay for meals on-line and to review their children’s
food purchases. New software now manages the Continuing Education Units for certified
staff and enables the District to meet all state compliance requirements in an efficient
manner. New software enables student athletes to establish their own baseline data
that can be used in determining possible concussions experienced during practice or
play. A grant from the Lyme-Old Lyme Educational Foundation paved the way for an
experimental project with netbooks at Lyme-Old Lyme High School.
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The renovation work was visible and extensive during the 2010-11 school year. The
new construction portion of the building was included in this first phase of work. Eight
temporary classrooms were brought on site and began servicing displaced academic
programs in April. By the close of the school year, the steel and roof sections were in
place, thus giving a visual prelude to the unified design. An aggressive schedule of work
was scheduled for summer 2011 in order to capitalize on the low campus census during
the summer vacation period.

Although the project was approved at referendum for $47,790,000, there is continuing
optimism that it will be completed at a substantially lower amount and that the cost of
borrowing will be lower than anticipated. Bids for construction have been locked in at
amounts that are less than estimated in the pre-referendum market. The first tranche
of bonds on the project were sold in January 2011 at very favorable rates. The Building
Committee and Board of Education are cautious about prematurely estimating the final
savings. As a renovation project, there will be change orders to address needs that
could not be foreseen, and these will tap the contingency allotments. There is a strong
commitment by both the Board and the Building Committee to be prudent, diligent and
responsible in completing a high quality project at the lowest possible cost to the
citizens of Lyme and Old Lyme. State reimbursement for the project was confirmed in
the 2010 state legislative year at 35.71% of the eligible project costs and will assist in
relief for the local taxpayers.

The District’s Facility Committee continued to plan and oversee capital repair and
improvement projects for all school buildings and grounds. Energy efficient lighting, as
well as management and monitoring systems, largely funded by a grant, were introduced
into buildings and grounds. Upgrades in boilers on the main campus were approved in
alignment with considerations for the high school renovation. A new baseball fence was
installed and a roof replacement is being completed for Mile Creek during the summer
of 2011. The Facilities Committee also recommended the relocation of the observatory
from Lyme-Old Lyme High School onto a concrete base on the main campus.

The Board did approve a plan to move Central Offices from leased space at 4 Davis
Road West in Old Lyme to a portion of the Middle School. This plan will net cost savings
of over $80,000 per year.

Elementary Redistricting

Redistricting is one of the most difficult issues a Board of Education can address.
For the past two years, the Board has studied enrollment, building use, program equity
and resource availability in determining a responsible plan for educating all students
in District facilities. The Board not only studied past, present and projected data, it also
invested much time in gathering public input through hearings, public comment
sessions, and print and electronic communications. The design and redesign of possible
options flowed throughout the decision process.

In May 2011, the Board did act to adopt a five phase redistricting plan. The plan will
commence with the 2011-12 school year by moving the attendance lines for kinder-
garten and grade three students such that some students who previously attended Mile
Creek or Center School will now attend Lyme School. The attendance line shift will

Operations

Two important changes in our transportation operations were experienced during
the 2010-11 year. The District began a five year contract with a new provider, M & J
Transportation, based in Old Saybrook. The bus depot was also relocated to town
owned property off exit 71 of I-95.

The District participated in a Millstone Drill that was evaluated by state and local
officials.

The Board of Education resumed the broadcasts of its meetings after a multi-year
hiatus.

The District met compliance with new legislation that requires all school buildings
to have defibrillators in each building as well as personnel trained to use them.

Budget

Preparation of the 2011-12 budget was a focused priority. The Board’s finance
committee took a very strategic look at the next five years in consideration of the
impact of the high school renovation project. While the challenges of preparing the
2011-12 budget were immediately evident because of the new debt service, the Board
looked at the anticipated patterns in setting strategy and goals for its long range
budgeting work.

The Board worked very hard to reconcile all realities into a budget that would
maintain educational excellence and be acceptable to its communities. A 4.9% budget
increase was approved by a comfortable margin. Diligent efforts were made to commu-
nicate the budget composition and rationale. An expanded budget book provided much
detail to interested citizens and was available either on-line or in hard copy.

With more than 4 of the 4.9% of the budget being apportioned to debt service, the
District did need to re-examine its staffing and structures in quest of new efficiencies.
The moving of Central Office to District owned property netted a reoccurring savings
to the District. A restructuring of elementary library services and middle school health
and physical education instruction also yielded some savings. Continuing efforts to
provide our own special education and services rather than to purchase such has paid
dividends in the quality of program and savings.

The District is attuned to the continuing challenges in the local, state, national and
world economies. It seeks to capitalize on available grants without developing
unhealthy dependencies on them. It seeks to explore new frontiers of efficiencies.
Astute and alert monitoring of many complex variables will continue to dominate the
Board’s thoughts and actions in managing District resources in a most responsible way.
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Of significance this year has been the Save the Ferry effort lead by Hall members
following the announcement by Governor Malloy in October 2010 that the Connecticut
State Ferry Service including both Chester Hadlyme and Glastonbury/Rocky Hill would
be terminated as part of the state budget crisis. A Public Meeting was held at the hall
on December 16, 2010 with more than 100 attending. The result was the formation of a
task force which worked tirelessly through the spring and summer to arouse citizen
involvement including a “Call the Governor” campaign. This save the ferry campaign
gained media attention both locally and nationally, with many articles in local newspapers
and on television news. Subsequent public meetings held by the DOT made it clear that
the community effort was effective in reversing the ferry closure plan.

The Association membership consists of 146 regular members plus15 life members.
It is managed by a board of twelve members consisting of a President, Vice President,
Secretary, Treasurer and eight trustees. The hall, located at 1 Day Hill Road, Lyme can
accommodate up to 120 people and has a full kitchen. Current information about the
hall including its history, upcoming events, and rental information is available at the hall
website, hadlymehall.com.

Hadlyme Public Hall Association

In early 1911 a group of citizens decided to form a community group that would
construct a building which could be used by all residents of Hadlyme. Through the
generosity of Harvey Luther, a site on which the present hall stands was donated for
that purpose. The mission of the public hall is to promote cultural enrichment for the
residents of Lyme, East Haddam, and surrounding towns.

The hall was completed in October 1911 and has been in continuous use for public
events since that time. It has a rich history of dancing, music, dinners, shows of all
kinds, and as a meeting place for both public and private functions.

Our centennial year has been active with a Saint Patrick’s Day breakfast in March,
a Community Tag Sale in May, a Strawberry Dinner in June, several Music Café’s with
area musicians, a Halloween Party for Children in October, the Harvest Dinner in
November, and the now famous Thanksgiving Weekend Art Show.

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Another new invasive species called Pragmities has appeared at Haines Park and
was harvested by volunteers of the Health of Rogers Lake Committee. This is just a
beginning in an attempt to control this new growth.

The Variable (Northern) Milfoil, a regular annoyance was slowed this past spring
due to the excessive ice and snow last winter which curtailed light to the plants.
Unfortunately Milfoil is still a large problem and not under control.

Benthic Bottom Blankets have been used at Haines Park with good results. The
blankets were placed and moved when appropriate by concerned citizens and the Rowing
Association.

RLA will continue to research and develop a portfolio of solutions available to
control or eradicate the harmful invasive plants presently identified in Rogers Lake.
Included in the solutions portfolio:

1. Education of citizenry regarding use and respect for the lake and its surroundings.
2. Planting buffer zones of vegetation, especially of lakeside dwellings.
3. Limitation of deciduous trees.
4. Environmentally accepted fertilization and pesticides.
5. Suction Harvesting, etc.

RLA is always open to and appreciative of help provided by volunteers.

As in the past we look to a continued close working relationship with the Towns
of Lyme/Old Lyme, town boards, commissions, organizations, etc.

We are grateful of all those who have been pro-active with respect to the health,
safety and welfare of Rogers Lake. With such mutual respect and concern I am sure we
will meet our goals.

In closing, the State Boat Launch was monitored on weekends in an attempt to
prevent contaminated boats, watercraft or those with over 135HP from entering the
lake. Many thanks to Rob Gentile, Civilian Patrol Monitor, who maintained a good
rapport with those who enjoyed the activities of summer on Rogers Lake.

Rogers Lake Authority

At the Association’s request, Dr. George Knocklein, a Limnologist, did a study of
plant population which currently exists. His findings in the Fall of 2010 uncovered a
new species, Fanwort, at the mouth of the State Boat Launch.

Waters Edge Management was hired to remove this invasive plant by Suction
Harvesting. The cost of this harvesting was funded by Dr. Knocklein, due to the severity
of the problem, time constraints and our lack of appropriated funding. Again in the
Spring of 2011 the Fanwort reappeared by the boat launch and southerly along Grassy
Hill Road shore. The infestation is larger than previously found and thought to be
fragmentation and or contaminated boats bringing Fanwort to the new areas.
