Third Sunday in Lent

Reflection

As we go about with life’s demands and choices, it is not
very difficult to put aside things that do not seem urgent to
us. For some of us, we do it as a matter of fact, having full
confidence that it will be resolved at some point in time.
But if it doesn’t happen, not a big deal, move on to the next
one, life’s too short! However, if there is some belief of
another life after this one in your mind, pay attention to the

Gospel today.
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The Gospel reading today tells us the importance of repentance. It goes further to say that we should do it now! Not tomor-
row, or the next day, week, or month later. The consequence is great, eternal death for both body and spirit, for the sinner

who does not repent in time.

Does the Gospel reading mean anything to you? If there is no belief in God, it most likely means nothing, just another
bunch of words telling a story. But if it does mean something to you, no doubt it would create some anxiety and fear of what

would happen if one died a sinner.

But God gives us many chances to redeem ourselves as we journey in life. This is what Scripture says, “Though the right-
eous fall seven times, and rise again; the wicked are overthrown by calamity.” Proverbs 24:16. Who knows when a calamity
will happen? It impacts both the righteous and wicked, as stated in the Book of Job. If you were a victim of a calamity, it

would be too late to repent.

We should start now to ask God for mercy and forgiveness because the Gospel also tells us not to presume on God’s pa-
tience and mercy. God’s judgment will come when we least expect it. As we live each day, let us be conscious of our actions
and moral choices by following His teachings and commandments.

On Ash Wednesday, we were reminded to “Turn away from sin....” let’s us keep that thought and truly trust in our God not

only in this life but in the life to come.

Daily prayer

This is a pivotal week of Lent. We can solidify the patterns we have be-
gun or we can make a new start, if we haven't gotten started yet. If we
have begun to recognize what needs realigning in our lives and have begun
to fast and abstain from some things that get in the way of our relationship
with the Lord, then we are engaging in a struggle. We are likely uncover-
ing resistance and experiencing our personal sinfulness.

This is preparing us for a deeper conversion, a readiness for reconcilia-
tion with God and the graces that will allow us to be a source of reconcili-
ation with others. This is the time when we begin to see how much God
loves us at a new and more personal level. These graces prepare us to keep
our eyes focused on Jesus in the weeks ahead - to learn from him, to fall in
love with him more deeply and to be drawn to imitate him more complete-
ly. If we are just getting started with our Lenten journey, renewing our
desires for these graces will be all we need to begin with a renewed open-
ness. God does not need a lot of time to convince us of his love for us.

This is a week about God's love for us and our call to love others the
same way. Pausing to thank the Lord for this day and to ask for the grace
to let our mind and heart be renewed in the concrete circumstances, rela-
tionships and obligations of our day. Throughout the day, we can then re-
turn to those desires in background of our awareness. Our request for the
Lord's help is always there and our consciousness of it will help us make
the choice we desire to make, to let go of what we need to let go of, to add
what we need to add. This will take us deeper and deeper into self-
awareness and a sense of our need for a Savior, who is right there to em-
brace us and give us the graces we ask for.

LENT

During Lent, the Church calls us to
prayer, fasting, almsgiving and pen-
ance. Prayer deepens our relation-
ship with God. Fasting helps us to
be more aware of our sisters and
brothers in need and reminds us to
be selfless. Almsgiving is a way of
practicing generosity and reminds
us that all that we have is a gift and
is meant to be shared. Through pen-
ance and the Sacrament of Reconciliation we can change
sinful patterns.

The Church offers us many opportunities to grow in
Lent:

Prayer
Mass: Monday-Friday, 7 am & 5 pm.; Saturday: 7 am
Liturgy of the Hours: 6:30 a.m. Monday-Saturday
Stations of the Cross: 5:30 pm Fridays, 7 pm in Tongan.

Fasting
The two days of fasting during Lent are Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday. But penitential fasting in Lent is a
wonderful exercise when we want to ask for an important
grace from God. It is not that our fasting "earns" God's
attention, but by fasting, we clarify our thinking and our
feeling. It purifies and prepares us to pray more deeply.

Almsgiving
Operation Rice Bowl: Practice almsgiving through Op-
eration Rice Bowl and benefit those served by Catholic
Relief Service throughout the world. Rice bowls will be
available at the church entrances. Return the Rice Bowl
with your monetary donations at Holy Thursday Mass.
Lent food drive: Collection of non-perishable, unopened
food items (not past expiration date) to Palm Sunday.
Sacrificial giving: Lent is a good time to practice sacri-
ficial giving. Do I need that latte or new outfit? Would
my money be better spent in outreach to the poor and
marginalized? Do I give enough back to God?

Penance

To abstain is to not eat meat or any meat byproducts
(such as gravy some soups). Its purpose is to be an act of
penance - an act of sacrifice, that helps us grow in free-
dom to make much bigger sacrifices. The prescribed days
of abstinence are Ash Wednesday and every Friday dur-
ing Lent.

Saint Ignatius of Loyo-
la offered us these
words of wisdom,
which seem particularly
relevant in Lent: “He
who goes about to re-
form the world must
begin with himself, or
he loses his labor.”

A Christian steward is
a reformer. We attempt to live our lives to make the world
a better place. We vote. We contribute to charity. We build
up our Catholic parishes. We work to alleviate poverty and
injustice. We await the New Jerusalem.

Lent doesn’t ask us to stop any of these efforts, but itis a
time to look inward, to seek quiet time in our own desert.
Saint Ignatius, Saint John the Baptist, and the season of
Lent remind us that trying to change the world will not
work if we don’t first of all change ourselves.

Lent points the way to what really matters: Christ. We
are asked to experience Him who is the reason for our en-
deavors, our passion, our work in this world. Saint John
the Baptist provides a challenge: “Anyone who has two
tunics must share with the one who has none, and anyone
with something to eat must do the same” (Luke 3:11).
How we integrate these guidelines into Lent is a personal
decision, but one which should take us on a journey into
our own hearts, where we ask ourselves why we labor,
what our work and our life really mean, to Whom we and
our life’s work really belong.
