& Liturgy, Ryan Clouse. He is a Catholic 
composer, director, singer, and performer 
from Moorpark, CA. He has been direct-
ing choirs at his home parish, Holy 
Cross, and at St. Julie Billiart in New-
bury Park for over 10 years. Along with 
leading youth and adult choirs at his par-
ishes, he has spent many years providing 
praise and worship and spiritual leader-
ship for retreats, workshops, camps, and 
more throughout the LA Archdiocese. 
Most recently, while working as music 
director, Ryan wrote original psalm set-
tings for the entire three year lectionary 
cycle, and is now looking forward to 
hymns and songs of praise.  
 
Ryan was also part of the Catholic rock 
duo ñJeremy and Ryanò between 2011-
2016, and was blessed with the oppor-
tunity to perform at many large Catholic 
events, including the main stage at LA 
Youth Day, NCYC, City of Saints, and 
many regional Youth Dayôs. They also 
were able to travel throughout the coun-
try to play many various events. The duo 
had two albums of original Catholic 
praise and worship music. 
 
Ryan holds a bachelors degree in music 
composition from California State Uni-
versity, Northridge. As his Catholic min-

istry continues, he is using the skills he 
learned in school, combined with the 
years of choir experience, and the 5 years 
of ministry with Jeremy and Ryan to 
create his own unique style of Catholic 
songwriting and composition. He contin-
ues to write praise and worship music, 
but is currently focusing on the Catholic 
Liturgy, and songs specific to the Holy 
Eucharistic celebration.
