The Second Great Awakening was a Protestant religious revival during the &aclritQry in the United
States.During this time, several missionary societies were forrniée. American Board of Commissioners

for Foreign Missions (ABCFM) was organized under Calvinist ecumenical auspices at Bradford,
Massachusetts, on the June 29, 1810.

The first of the missions ohe ABCFM were to Ceylon (Sri Lanka) and India, as well as to the Cherokee
and Choctaw of the southeast US.

In October 1816, the ABCFM established the Foreign Mission School in Cornwall, CT, for the instruction of
native youthto become missionaries, phigians, surgeons, schoolmasters or interpretddyg 1817, a

dozen students, six of them Hawaiians, were training at the Foreign Mission School to become
missionaries to teach the Christian faith to people around the world.
